It is Air Force policy to preserve mission readiness while minimizing
dependency on Class | Ozone Depleting Substances (ODS), and their
release into the environment, to help protect the Earth's stratospheric ozone
layer.

Unless a specific waiver has been authorized, Air Force procurements:

(A) May not include any specification, standard, drawing, or other document
that requires the use of a Class | ODS in the design, manufacture, test,
operation, or maintenance of any system, subsystem, item, component,
or process;

(B) May not include any specification, standard, drawing or other document
that establishes a requirement that can only be met by use of a Class |
ODS; and

(C) May not require the delivery of any item of supply that contains a Class |
ODS or any service that includes the use of a Class | ODS.

For the purposes of the Air Force policy, the following are Class | ODS:
(A) Halons: 1011, 1202, 1211, 1301, and 2402

(B) Chlorofluorocarbons (CFC): CFC-11, CFC-12, CFC-13, CFC-111, CFC-
112, CFC-113, CFC-114, CFC-115, CFC-211, CFC-212, CFC-213,
CFC-214, CFC-215, CFC-216, CFC-217, and the blends R-500, R-501,
R-502, and R-503.

(C) Other controlled substances: carbon tetrachloride, methyl chloroform,
and methyl bromide.

The Air Force has reviewed the requirements specified in this contract to
reflect this policy. Where considered essential, specific approval has been
obtained to require use of the following substances: NONE.

To assist the Air Force in implementing this policy, Seller is required to notify
Buyer if any Class | ODS not specifically listed above is required in the
performance of this contract.
