Seller shall indemnify Buyer for any and all losses suffered by Buyer due to 
violations of the Act (as set forth in this clause) by Seller or its 
subcontractors at any tier. 

 
(4) 52.203-10  Price or Fee Adjustment for Illegal or Improper Activity (JAN 

1997).  This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $100,000.  If the 
Government reduces Buyer's price or fee for violations of the Act by Seller 
or its subcontractors at any tier, Buyer may withhold or recover from Seller 
the amount of the reduction. 

 
(5) 52.203-11  Certification and Disclosure Regarding Payments to Influence 

Certain Federal Transactions (APR 1991).  This clause applies only if this 
contract exceeds $100,000. 

 
(6) 52.203-12  Limitation on Payments to Influence Certain Federal 

Transactions (JUN 1997).  This clause applies only if this contract exceeds 
$100,000.  Paragraph (c) (4) is modified to read as follows:  "(c) (4) Seller 
will promptly submit any disclosure required (with written notice to Buyer) 
directly to the PCO for the prime contract.  Buyer will identify the cognizant 
Government PCO at Seller's request.  Each subcontractor certification will 
be retained in the subcontract file of the awarding contractor."

DPAS rating for this contract is DO-A1. 

 
(8) 52.215-2  Audit and Records -- Negotiation (JUN 1999).  This clause applies 

only if this contract exceeds $100,000 and (i) is cost-reimbursement, 
incentive, time-and-materials, labor-hour, or price-redeterminable type or any 
combination of these types; (ii) Seller was required to provide cost or pricing

"Government" shall mean "Government or Buyer."  In Paragraph (d), "United 
States" shall mean "United States or Buyer."

The certificate required by 
paragraph (b) of the referenced clause shall be modified as follows: delete

applies only if under this contract certified cost or pricing data is required or 
preaward or postaward cost determinations are subject to FAR subpart 31.2.  
Buyer may withhold or recover from Seller such sums as the Contracting 
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Officer withholds or recovers from Buyer because of liabilities of Seller or its 
subcontractors under this clause.  "Contracting Officer" shall mean Buyer. 

 
(15) 52.219-8  Utilization of Small Business Concerns (OCT 2000)

applies only if this contract exceeds $500,000 and Seller is not a small 
business concern.

1995).  This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $100,000 and is not 
for commercial items. 

 
(4) 252.215-7000  Pricing Adjustments (DEC 1991) 
 
(5) 252.225-7012  Preference for Certain Domestic Commodities (FEB 2003) 
 
(6) 252.225-7014  Preference for Domestic Specialty Metals (MAR 1998), 

Alternate I (MAR 1998) 
 
(7) 252.225-7016  Restriction on Acquisition of Ball and Roller Bearings (DEC 

2000).  This clause applies unless this contract is for (1) commercial items 
other than ball or roller bearings or (2) items that do not contain ball or roller 
bearings. 

 
(8) 252.225-7026  Reporting of Contract Performance Outside the United 

States (JUN 2000).  This clause applies only if this contract exceeds 
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$500,000 and is not for commercial items, construction, ores, natural gases, 
utilities, petroleum products and crudes, timber (logs), or subsistence. 

 
(9) 252.226-7001  Utilization of Indian Organizations and Indian-Owned 

Economic Enterprises – DOD Contracts (SEP 2001).  This clause applies 
only if this contract exceeds $100,000 and is not for commercial items. 

 
(10) 252.227-7013  Rights in Technical Data -- Noncommercial Items (NOV 

1995).  This clause applies only if this contract requires Seller to provide 
noncommercial technical data to Buyer for delivery to the Government. 

 
(11) 252.227-7014  Rights in Noncommercial Computer Software and 

Noncommercial Computer Software Documentation (JUN 1995).  This 
clause applies only if this contract requires Seller to provide noncommercial 
computer software or noncommercial computer software documentation to 
Buyer for delivery to the Government. 

 
(12) 252.227-7016  Rights in Bid or Proposal Information (JUN 1995). .This 

clause applies only if DFARS 252.227-7013, Rights in Technical Data-
Noncommercial Items; or, DFARS 252.227-7014, Rights in Noncommercial 
Computer Software and Noncommercial Computer Software Documentation, 
applies. 

 
(13) 252.227-7019  Validation of Asserted Restrictions -- Computer Software 

(JUN 1995).  This clause applies only if this contract requires Seller to 
provide computer software to Buyer for delivery to the Government. 

 
(14) 252.227-7036  Declaration of Technical Data Conformity (JAN 1997).  This 

clause applies only if the delivery of technical data is required under this 
contract. 

 
(15) 252.227-7037  Validation of Restrictive Markings on Technical Data (SEP 

1999).  This clause applies only if the delivery of technical data is required 
under this contract and the contract is not for commercial items or 
commercial components. 

 
(16) 252.231-7000  Supplemental Cost Principles (DEC 1991) 
 
(17) 252.244-7000  Subcontracts for Commercial Items and Commercial 

Components (DOD Contracts) (MAR 2000) 
 
(18) 252.247-7023  Transportation of Supplies by Sea (MAY 2002).  This clause, 

in its entirety, applies only if this contract exceeds $100,000 and the 
supplies being transported are noncommercial items or commercial items 
that (i) Seller is reselling or distributing to the Government without adding 
value (generally, Seller does not add value to items that it contracts for f.o.b. 
destination shipment); (ii) are shipped in direct support of U.S. military 
contingency operations, exercises, or forces deployed in humanitarian or 
peacekeeping operations; or (iii) are commissary or exchange cargoes 
transported outside the Defense Transportation System in accordance with 
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10 U.S.C. 2643.  If the supplies being transported are the types of supplies 
described above, but this contract is not in excess of $100,000, only 
paragraphs (a) through (e) and (h) are applicable. 

 
(19) 252.247-7024  Notification of Transportation of Supplies by Sea (MAR 

2000).  "Contracting Officer" and, in the first sentence of paragraph (a), 
"Contractor" mean Buyer.  This clause applies only if the supplies being 
transported are noncommercial items or commercial items that (i) Seller is 
reselling or distributing to the Government without adding value (generally, 
Seller does not add value to items that it contracts for f.o.b. destination 
shipment); (ii) are shipped in direct support of U.S. military contingency 
operations, exercises, or forces deployed in humanitarian or peacekeeping 
operations; or (iii) are commissary or exchange cargoes transported outside 
the Defense Transportation System in accordance with 10 U.S.C. 2643. 

 
(c) Cost Accounting Standards.  This clause applies only if this contract incorporates 

clause 3050 or 3051. 
 

(1) The version of FAR 52.230-2, Cost Accounting Standards, incorporated by 
clause 3050 is the version dated April 1998. 

 
(2) The version of FAR 52.230-3, Disclosure and Consistency of Cost 

Accounting Practices, incorporated by clause 3051 is the version dated April 
1998. 

 
(d) Export-Controlled Data Restrictions 

 
(1) For the purpose of this clause, 

 
(A) Foreign person is any person who is not a citizen or national of the 

U.S. or lawfully admitted to the U.S. for permanent residence under the 
Immigration and Nationality Act, and includes foreign corporations, 
foreign organizations, and foreign governments; 

 
(B) Foreign representative is anyone, regardless of nationality or 

citizenship, acting as an agent, representative, official, or employee of 
a foreign government, a foreign-owned or influenced firm, corporation, 
or person; and 

 
(C) Foreign sources are those sources (vendors, subcontractors, and 

suppliers) owned and controlled by a foreign person. 
 
(2) Seller shall place a clause in subcontracts containing appropriate export 

control restrictions, set forth in this clause. 
 
(3) Nothing in this clause waives any requirement imposed by any other U.S. 

Government agency with respect to employment of foreign nationals or 
export-controlled data and information. 
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(4) Equipment and technical data generated or delivered in the performance of 
this contract are controlled by the International Traffic in Arms Regulation 
(ITAR), 22 CFR Sections 121 through 128.  An export license is required 
before assigning any foreign source to perform work under this contract or 
before granting access to foreign persons to any equipment and technical 
data generated or delivered during performance (see 22 CFR Section 125).  
Seller shall notify the Contracting Officer, through Buyer, and obtain the 
written approval of the Contracting Officer, through Buyer, prior to assigning 
or granting access to any work, equipment, or technical data generated or 
delivered in the performance of this contract to foreign persons or their 
representatives.  This notification shall include the name and country of 
origin of the foreign person or representative, the specific work, equipment, 
or data to which the person will have access, and whether the foreign 
person is cleared to have access to technical data (DoD 5220.22-M, 
National Industrial Security Program Operating Manual (NISPOM)).
