CUSTOMER CONTRACT REQUIREMENTS

The following customer contract requirements apply to this contract to the extent indicated below. If this contract is for the procurement of
commercia items under a Government prime contract, as defined in FAR Part 2.101, see Section 3 below.

1. FAR Clauses The following contract clauses are incorporated by reference from the Federal Acquisition Regulation and apply to the extent
indicated.

52.203-10 Price or Fee Adjustment for Illegal or Improper Activity (JAN 1997). This clause applies only if this contract exceeds
(i) $100,000 if included in Buyer's customer RFP or customer contract issued before October 1, 2010 or (ii) $150,000 if included in
Buyer's customer RFP issued on or after October 1, 2010, or if the prime contract was issued prior to October 1, 2010 but was
amended after October 1, 2010 to increase the Simplified Acquisition Threshold.If the Government reduces Buyer's price or fee for
violations of the Act by Seller or its subcontractors at any tier, Buyer may withhold from sums owed Seller the amount of the
reduction.

This
clause applies only if this contract exceeds (i) $100,000 if included in Buyer's customer RFP or customer contract issued before
October 1, 2010 or (ii) $150,000 if included in Buyer's customer RFP issued on or after October 1, 2010, or if the prime contract was
issued prior to October 1, 2010 but was amended after October 1, 2010 to increase the Simplified Acquisition Threshold.

52.203-12 Limitation on Paymentsto Influence Certain Federal Transactions (OCT 2010). This clause applies only if this
contract exceeds $150,000. Paragraph (g)(2) is modified to read as follows: "(g)(2) Seller will promptly submit any disclosure required
(with written notice to Boeing) directly to the PCO for the prime contract. Boeing will identify the cognizant Government PCO at
Seller's request. Each subcontractor certification will be retained in the subcontract file of the awarding contractor."

This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $5,000,000 and is not for a
commercial item or performed entirely outside the United States. For the purposes of this clause, the United States is defined as the 50
states, the District of Columbia, and outlying areas.
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52.204-2 Security Requirements (AUG 1996). The reference to the Changes clause means the changes clause of this Contract. This
clause applies only if the Contract involves accessto classified material.

52.204-9 Personal | dentity Verification of Contractor Personnel. (JAN 2011). This clause appliesonly if performance under this
contract requires Seller to have routine physical access to a Federally-controlled facility and/or routine access to a Federally-controlled
information system.

52.209-6 Protecting the Government's | nter ests When Subcontracting With Contractors Debarred, Suspended or Proposed
for Debarment (DEC 2010). Seller agreesit is not debarred, suspended, or proposed for debarment by the Federal Government. Seller
shall disclose to Buyer, in writing, whether as of the time of award of this contract, Seller or its principalsis or is not debarred,
suspended, or proposed for debarment by the Federal Government. This clause does not apply to contracts where Seller is providing
commercialy available off-the shelf items.

52.211-5 M aterial Requirements (AUG 2000). Any notice will be given to Buyer rather than the Contracting Officer.

52.211-15 Defense Priority and Allocation Requirements (APR 2008). This clauseisapplicableif apriority rating is noted in this
contract.

52.215-2 Audit and Records - Negotiation (OCT 2010). This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $150,000 and (i) is cost-
reimbursement, incentive, time-and-materials, labor-hour, or price-redeterminable type or any combination of these types; (ii) Seller
was required to provide cost or pricing data, or (iii) Seller is required to furnish reports as discussed in paragraph (e) of the referenced
clause.

(©)(1)(ii), and (c)(2)(i), "Contracting Officer" shall mean "Contracting Officer or Buyer." In Subparagraph (c)(2)(i)(A), delete "to the
Contracting Officer." In Subparagraph (c)(2)(ii)(B), "Government" shall mean "Government or Buyer." In Paragraph (d), "United
States" shall mean "United States or Buyer."

52.215-12 Subcontractor Certified Cost or Pricing Data (OCT 2010). This clause applies only if this contract exceeds the
threshold set forth in FAR 15.403-4 and is not otherwise exempt. The certificate required by paragraph (b) of the referenced clause
shall be modified as follows: delete “to the Contracting Officer or the Contracting Officer's representative” and substitute in lieu thereof
"to The Boeing Company or The Boeing Company's representative (including data submitted, when applicable, to an authorized
representative of the U.S. Government)."

A copy of each notice sent to the
Government shall be sent to Buyer.

52.227-10 Filing of Patent Applications - Classified Subject Matter (DEC 2007).

52.230-6 Administration of Cost Accounting Standards (JUN 2010). Add "Buyer and the" before "CFAQ" in paragraph (m). This
clause appliesif clause HOO1, H002, HO04 or HOO7 isincluded in this contract.

52.234-1 Industrial Resources Developed Under Defense Production Act Titlel11 (DEC 1994).

52.244-6 Subcontracts for Commercial Items (DEC 2010). Clausesin paragraph (c) (1) are applicable to Seller for commercial items
ordered by Buyer from Seller under this contract.

52.247-63 Preference for U.S.-Flag Air Carriers (JUN 2003). This clause only appliesif this contract involves international air
transportation.

52.247-64 Preference for Privately Owned U.S.-Flag Commer cial Vessels (FEB 2006). This clause does not apply if this contract
isfor the acquisition of commercial items unless (i) this contract is a contract or agreement for ocean transportation services; or a

This restriction does not limit the Buyer’'s and Government’ s right to use information contained in these dataif it has
been obtained or is otherwise available from the Seller or from another source without limitations.
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If aVECP is accepted, the Seller hereby grants the Government unlimited rightsin the VECP and supporting data, except that, with
respect to data qualifying and submitted as limited rights or Government purpose rights technical data, the Government shall have the
rights specified in the contract modification implementing the VECP and Seller shall appropriately mark the data. (The terms “unlimited
rights’ a“limited rights’ and “ Government purpose rights’ are defined in Part 27 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation (“FAR”) or
Part 227 of the Defense FAR Supplement, as applicable.)

Seller’ s share of the net acquisition savings and collateral savings shall not reduce the Government's share of concurrent or future
savings or collateral savings. Buyer's payments to Seller under this clause are conditioned upon Buyer's receipt of authorization for
such payments from the Government

This clause appliesto all solicitations
and contracts (including task or delivery orders and bilateral modifications adding new work) valued in excess of $1 million, except for
contracts for the acquisition of commercial items, including commercially available off-the-shelf-items. Seller agreesto flow down this
clauseto all covered subcontractors. Seller agrees by accepting this contract that it shall not enter into, and shall not take any action to
enforce, any provision of any existing agreements, as describe in paragraph (b)(1) of this clause, with respect to any of Seller's
employees or independent contractors performing work for Seller related to this contract.

2010). "Contracting Officer" means "Buyer." Paragraph (c)(5) is deleted. In (d)(2) "from the Contracting Officer or" is deleted.

252.225-7006 Quarterly Reporting Of Actual Contract Performance Outside The United States (OCT 2010). Thisclause
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appliesif the Contract exceeds $650,000, and is not for commercial items, construction, ores, natural gases, utilities, petroleum
products and crudes, timber (logs), or subsistence. In paragraph (b), the phrase “ 10 days after" is replaced by "10 days prior to."
Paragraph (d) is deleted and replaced with “ Seller shall submit the reports required by this clause to Buyer.” In paragraph (e) (2), the
words "from the Contracting Officer or" are deleted. Paragraph (f) is deleted.

252.225-7007 Prohibition on Acquisition of United States Munitions List Items from Communist Chinese Military
Companies (SEP 2006).
This clause applies if this contract is for the purchase of items covered by the United States Munitions List.

252.225-7009 Restriction on Acquisition of Certain Articles Containing Specialty Metals (JAN 2011). Paragraph (d) of this
clauseis excluded. Paragraph (€) of this clause isincluded wherein "Government" means Buyer.

252.225-7012 Preference for Certain Domestic Commodities (JUN 2010).

252.225-7013 Duty Free Entry (DEC 2009). This clause appliesif Seller islocated in a qualifying country (as defined in DFARS Part
225.8) or if Seller islocated in any other country and the estimated U.S. duty for the deliverable items will exceed $200 per unit. Seller
shall include the prime contract number on all shipping documents submitted to Customs for supplies for which duty-free entry is
claimed pursuant to this clause. The information required by paragraph (j)(3) of this clause is available upon request.

252.225-7015 Restriction on Acquisition of Hand or Measuring Tools (JUN 2005).

252.225-7016 Restriction on Acquisition of Ball and Roller Bearings (JUN 2011). This clause does not apply to contracts for
commerical items or itemsthat do not contain ball or roller bearings.

U.K. firm. The term "Contracting Officer" shall mean Buyer.

252.225-7036 Buy American Act-Free Trade Agreements-Balance of Payments Program (DEC 2010).

252.225-7038 Restriction on Acquisition of Air Circuit Breakers (JUN 2005).

252.226-7001 Utilization of Indian Organizations and Indian-Owned Economic Enterprises--DoD Contracts and Native
Hawaiian Small Business Concerns (SEP 2004). This clause appliesonly if this contract exceeds $500,000.
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252.227-7013 Rights I n Technical Data -- Noncommercial Items (MAR 2011). This clause appliesonly if the delivery of datais
required for noncommercial items under this contract.

252.227-7014 Rights In Noncommer cial Computer Software And Noncommercial Computer Software Documentation (MAR
2011). Thisclause appliesonly if the delivery of noncommercial computer software or noncommercial computer documentation may
be originated, developed or delivered under this contract.

252.227-7016 Rightsin Bid or Proposal Information (JAN 2011).

252.227-7019 Validation of Asserted Restrictions - Computer Software (JUN 1995). This clause applies only if computer
software may be originated, developed, or delivered under this contract.

252.227-7025 Limitations on the Use or Disclosur e of Gover nment-Furnished Information Marked With Restrictive L egends
(MAR 2011). In paragraph (c)(1), the term “Government” shall mean “Government and Buyer”.

252.227-7027 Deferred Ordering of Technical Data or Computer Software (APR 1988). This clause appliesonly if technical data
or computer software may be generated as part of the performance of this contract.

252.227-7030 Technical Data -- Withholding of Payment (MAR 2000). In this clause, "Government" and "Contracting Officer"
shall mean Buyer. This clause applies only if the delivery of technical datais required under this contract.

252.227-7037 Validation of Restrictive Markings on Technical Data (SEP 1999). This clause appliesonly if the delivery of datais
required by this contract.

252.231-7000 Supplemental Cost Principles (DEC 1991).

252.235-7003 Frequency Authorization (DEC 1991). This clause applies only if this contract requires the development, production,
construction, testing, or operation of a device that utilizes radio frequency spectrum. Seller shall, without further adjustment to contract
price or fee, provide all necessary support and documentation to obtain radio frequency spectrum certification and/or authorization.
The term "Contracting Officer" shall mean "Buyer."

252.239-7000 Protection Against Compromising Emanations (JUN 2004). This clause applies only if computer equipment or
systems that will be used to process classified information will be delivered under this contract.

252.243-7001 Pricing of Contract Modifications (DEC 1991).

252.244-7000 Subcontracts for Commercial I1temsand Commer cial Components (DoD Contracts) (NOV 2010).

252.246-7001 Warranty of Data (DEC 1991). The warranty period in paragraph (b) is three years from the Government's acceptance
of the final items of data under this contract. "Government” and " Contracting Officer" shall mean Buyer.

252.246-7003 Notification of Potential Safety Issues (JAN 2007). This clause applies only if this subcontract isfor (i) parts
identified as critical safety items; (i) systems and subsystems, assemblies and subassemblies integral to a system; or (iii) repair,
maintenance, logistics support, or overhaul services for systems and subsystems, assemblies, subassemblies and partsintegral to a
system. The natification required by paragraph (c) of this clause will be provided to Buyer and to the administrative contracting officer
(ACO) and the procuring contracting officer (PCO) if Sdller is aware of the ACO and PCO for the prime contract.
