Work shall not be acquired from independent distributors or brokersunless approved in advance in writing by Buyer.

(c) Seller shall immediately notify Buyer with the pertinent factsif Seller becomes aware or suspectsthat it hasfurnished
counterfeit work. When requested by Buyer, Seller shall provide OCM/OEM documentation that authenticates traceability
of the affected itemsto the applicable OCM/OEM.

(d) Intheevent that work delivered under thisorder constitutesor includes counterfeit parts, Seller shall at its own expense
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promptly replace such counterfeit work with genuine parts conforming to the requirements of thisorder.

(f) Seller shall includethe following phrasein all subcontractsissued in support of thisorder: " Seller shall procureall
fastenersand/or electrical, electronic and electr o-mechanical partsdelivered to Buyer and/or used in the manufacture of
deliverable Buyer hardware directly from the original manufacturer of the part or the original manufacturer'sauthorized
distributor only (e.g., licensed or franchised distributor)."

Parts Limitations. The selection and use of a Parts M aterial Plan (PM P) which has a known weakness is prohibited. The following
parts shall not be used without the written approval of PAC-3 Engineering and the customer. Additional guidance in defining prohibited
materials and components should be obtained from the appropriate paragraphs of M IL-STD-1836 and M ILSTD-454.

a) Fuses, mechanized switches, non-hermetically sealed relays, or non-solid state relays.
b) Semiconductors-Thermal compression bonded diodes and selenium rectifiers

d) Insulated wire per M IL-W-81381

€) Variable capacitors, non-hermetically sealed plastic film, aluminum
electrolytic, wet dug silver case tantalum capacitors.

f) Variable inductors, transformers and coils.

g) Open-type transformers not environmentally protected.

h) Variable resistors

i) Polyimide insulated conductors, bare hookup wire, wire with only single
polytetrafluoroethylene insulation

I) Electrical contacts without undercoating

Inspection records shall be maintained by the Seller as objective evidence asto the
acceptability of the contracted articles through procurement, fabrication, assembly and/or test. Recordsmust be maintained for a
minimum of five years, or as otherwise stated in this order. Seller will not change the status of retained records without the written
approval of the Buyer.
