Clause 152.231-711 READY STATE REIMBURSEMENT UNDER THE CARESACT (PUB. L. 116-136) (APR 2020)

a) Costsare paid leave that the Contractor provides to keep its employees or subcontractorsin aready state during the public health
emergency for COVID-19, including to protect the life and safety of Government and contractor personnel, are reimbursable under
this contract provided that:

1) Allowable costs are limited to those that are incurred as a consequence of providing paid leave as aresult of the COVID-
19 national emergency and that would not be incurred in the normal course of the Contractor’s business;

2) Allowable costs must not exceed the minimum applicable contract billing rates, which are definesin part (b) of this
clause;

3) Hourshilled in cumulative must not exceed 40 hours per week per obligated full time employee, and must not exceed the
contractually provided for weekly hours for less than full time employees, including sick leave and other leave;

4) The Contractor incurred said costs between the effective date of the CARES Act of March 27, 2020 and September 30,
2020;

5) The Government has determined that the Contractor’ s employees or subcontractors cannot perform work at afedera
facility or a Government-approved facility due to facility closures or other restrictions imposed as aresult of the
COVID-19 national emergency, and cannot telework because their job duties cannot be performed remotely, and

6) Costsclaimed for reimbursement under this provision are reduced by the amount the Contractor is eligible to receive
under any other payment, allowance, tax, or other credit allowed by law that is specifically related to the COVID-19
national emergency, including, but not limited to, the CARES ACT and the Families First Coronavirus Response Act.

b) Definitions

1) For cost reimbursement contracts, the minimum applicable contract billing rate is the direct |abor rate plus applicable
indirect costs and shall not include fee. The Contractor may not request reimbursement for premium payments,
including but not limited to hazardous duty pay and danger pay. Theinvoice should contain supporting documentation
to identify and explain why claimed hours could not be work.

2) For fixed price contracts, the Contractor may request reimbursement only for those costs of providing paid leave as
permitted by Section 3610, for maintaining the workforce, and shall not include profit. To the extent that the contractor
workforce is shared across multiple contracts, the reasonable allocation allocation of costsis subject to approval by the
Contracting Officer. The Contractor shall request reimbursement at a fixed price per appropriate unit of measure, e.g.,
“Hours” or “Days”, exclusive of profit. Contractors should be able to distinguish all leave paid under these line items
from actuals hours worked, and submit a monthly invoice with the number of hours of dligible leave per labor category.
The invoice should contain supporting documentation to identify and explain why claimed hours could not be worked.
The Contracting Officer or designee would then verify that the conditions exist prior to accepting an invoice under this
clause. All billing under this clauseis provisiona until the Contracting Officer provides written notification that all
changes to the contract price associated with Section 3610 have been finally determined by the parties.

3) The Contractor may request reimbursement for paid |eave that the Contractor provides only for those employees and
subcontractors who: (i) are willing, ready and able to return to work within atwo-hour period window, (ii) meet the
Center for Disease Control’ s definition of “higher risk”, including older adults, people with asthma, people with HIV, ad
groups at higher risk of severeillness generally, and on that basis choose not to return to work, or (iii) were ordered by
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the Government or the Contractor to quarantine due to COVID-19 related illness or believed exposure to COVID-19.
¢) Invoicing instructions

1) Each Contractor must submit separate monthly invoices for reimbursement sought pursuant to Section 3610 of the
CARESAct.

2) The Contractor must ensure costs are segregated and identifiable in its accounting procedures (by any reasonable method
that produces a sufficient audit trail) to track ready-state paid leave costs incurred under this provision. Invoices must
be submitted under this authority shall include al applicable costs (direct and indirect) by |abor category and labor
hours, must be clearly identified as Section 3610 costs, and shall not include any other costs.

3) Invoicesfor reimbursement under the CARES Act shall be numbered using the Contractor’ s standard invoice number
preceded by “CARES-“.

4) The Contractor shall include the following certification in each invoice pursuant to Section 3610 of the CARES Act:
