CUSTOMER CONTRACT REQUIREMENTS

The following customer contract requirements apply to this contract to the extent indicated below. If this contract is for the procurement of
commercial items under a Government prime contract, as defined in FAR Part 2.101, see Section 3 below.

1. FAR Clauses  The following contract clauses are incorporated by reference from the Federal Acquisition Regulation and apply to the extent
indicated. In all of the following clauses, "Contractor" and "Offeror" mean Seller.

52.203-6 Restrictions on Subcontractor Sales to the Government  (JUL 1995).  This clause applies only if this contract exceeds (i)
$100,000 if included in Buyer's customer RFP or customer contract issued before October 1, 2010 or (ii) $150,000 if included in
Buyer's customer RFP issued on or after October 1, 2010, or if the prime contract was issued prior to October 1, 2010 but was
amended after October 1, 2010 to increase the Simplified Acquisition Threshold

52.203-7 Anti-Kickback Procedures (JUL 1995).  Buyer may withhold from sums owed Seller the amount of any kickback paid by
Seller or its subcontractors at any tier if (a) the Contracting Officer so directs, or (b) the Contracting Officer has offset the amount of
such kickback against money owed Buyer under the prime contract. This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $100,000.

52.203-8 Cancellation, Rescission, and Recovery of Funds for Illegal or Improper Activity (JAN 1997).  This clause applies to
this contract if the Seller, its employees, officers, directors or agents participated personally and substantially in any part of the
preparation of a proposal for this contract. The Seller shall indemnify Buyer for any and all losses suffered by the Buyer due to
violations of the Act (as set forth in this clause) by Seller or its subcontractors at any tier.

52.203-10 Price or Fee Adjustment for Illegal or Improper Activity (JAN 1997).  This clause applies only if this contract exceeds
(i) $100,000 if included in Buyer's customer RFP or customer contract issued before October 1, 2010 or (ii) $150,000 if included in
Buyer's customer RFP issued on or after October 1, 2010, or if the prime contract was issued prior to October 1, 2010 but was
amended after October 1, 2010 to increase the Simplified Acquisition Threshold.If the Government reduces Buyer's price or fee for
violations of the Act by Seller or its subcontractors at any tier, Buyer may withhold from sums owed Seller the amount of the
reduction.

52.203-12 Limitation on Payments to Influence Certain Federal Transactions (JUN 2003).  This clause applies only if this
Contract exceeds $100,000. Paragraph (c)(4) is modified to read as follows: "(c)(4) Seller will promptly submit any disclosure required
(with written notice to Boeing) directly to the PCO for the prime contract. Boeing will identify the cognizant Government PCO at
Seller's request. Each subcontractor certification will be retained in the subcontract file of the awarding contractor.

52.204-2 Security Requirements  (AUG 1996).  Changes clause means the changes clause of this contract. This clause applies only if
access to classified material is required.

52.204-9 Personal Identity Verification of Contractor Personnel. (NOV 2006).  This clause applies only if performance under this
contract requires Seller to have routine physical access to a Federally-controlled facility and/or routine access to a Federally-controlled
information system.

52.209-6 Protecting the Government's Interests When Subcontracting With Contractors Debarred, Suspended or Proposed
for Debarment (DEC 2010).  Seller agrees it is not debarred, suspended, or proposed for debarment by the Federal Government. Seller
shall disclose to Buyer, in writing, whether as of the time of award of this contract, Seller or its principals is or is not debarred,
suspended, or proposed for debarment by the Federal Government.   This clause does not apply to contracts where Seller is providing
commercially available off-the shelf items.
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52.211-5 Material Requirements (AUG 2000).  Any notice will be given to Buyer rather than the Contracting Officer.

52.211-15 Defense Priority and Allocation Requirements (SEP 1990).  This clause is applicable if a priority rating is noted in this
contract.

52.215-2 Audit and Records - Negotiation (JUN 1999).  This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $100,000 and (i) is cost-
reimbursement, incentive, time-and-materials, labor-hour, or price-redeterminable type or any combination of these types: (ii) Seller
was required to provide cost or pricing data, or (iii) Seller is required to furnish reports as discussed in paragraph (e) of the referenced
clause.

52.215-10 Price Reduction for Defective Cost or Pricing Data (OCT 1997).  This clause applies only if this contract exceeds the
threshold set forth in FAR 15.403-4 and is not otherwise exempt. In subparagraph (3) of paragraph (a), insert "of this contract" after
"price or cost." In Paragraph (c), "Contracting Officer" shall mean "Contracting Officer or Buyer." In Paragraphs (c)(1), (c)(1)(ii), and
(c)(2)(i), "Contracting Officer" shall mean "Contracting Officer or Buyer." In Subparagraph (c)(2)(i)(A), delete "to the Contracting
Officer." In Subparagraph (c)(2)(ii)(B), "Government" shall mean "Government or Buyer." In Paragraph (d), "United States" shall mean
"United States or Buyer."

52.215-12 Subcontractor Cost or Pricing Data  (OCT 1997).  This clause applies only if this contract exceeds the threshold set forth
in FAR 15.403-4 and is not otherwise exempt. The certificate required by paragraph (b) of the referenced clause shall be modified as
follows: delete "to the Contracting Officer or the Contracting Officer's representative" and substitute in lieu thereof "to The Boeing
Company or The Boeing Company's representative (including data submitted, when applicable, to an authorized representative of the
U.S. Government)."

52.215-14 Integrity of Unit Prices (OCT 1997).  This clause applies only if this contract exceeds (i) $100,000 if included in Buyer's
customer RFP or customer contract issued before October 1, 2010 or (ii) $150,000 if included in Buyer's customer RFP issued on or
after October 1, 2010, or if the prime contract was issued prior to October 1, 2010 but was amended after October 1, 2010 to increase
the Simplified Acquisition Threshold.This clause does not apply to construction or architect-engineer services under FAR Part 36;
utility services under FAR Part 41; services where supplies are not required; commercial items; and petroleum products.

52.215-15 Pension Adjustments and Asset Reversions (DEC 1998).  This clause applies to this contract if it meets the requirements
of FAR 15.408(g).

52.215-18 Reversion or Adjustment of Plans for Postretirement Benefits Other Than Pensions (PRB) (OCT 1997).  This clause
applies to this contract if it meets the requirements of FAR 15.408(j).

52.215-19 Notification of Ownership Changes (OCT 1997).  This clause applies to this contract if it meets the requirements of FAR
15.408(k).

52.215-21 Requirement for Cost or Pricing Data or Information Other Than Cost and Pricing Data - Modifications (OCT
1997).  This clause applies only if this contract exceeds the threshold set forth in FAR 15.403-4. The term "Contracting Officer" shall
mean Buyer.

52.222-19 Child Labor-Cooperation With Authorities and Remedies (SEP 2002).  In paragraph (d), "Contracting Officer" means
Buyer.

52.222-21 Prohibition of Segregated Facilities  (FEB 1999).  

52.222-26 Equal Opportunity (APR 2002).  

52.222-35 Equal Opportunity for Special Disabled Veterans, Veterans of the Vietnam Era, and Other Eligible Veterans  (DEC
2001).  This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $25,000.

52.222-36 Affirmative Action For Workers With Disabilities (JUN 1998).  This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $
10,000.

52.222-37 Employment Reports on Special Disabled Veterans, Veterans of the Vietnam Era, and Other EligibleVeterans
(DEC 2001).  This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $25,000.

52.222-54 Employment Eligibility Verification (JAN 2009).  
This clause applies to all subcontracts that (1) are for (i) commercial or noncommercial services (except for commercial services that are
part of the purchase of a COTS item, or an item that would be a COTS item, but for minor modifications performed by the COTS
provider and are normally provided for that COTS item), or (ii) construction; (2) has a value of more than $3,000; and (3) includes work
performed in the United States.

This clause only applies if this Contract is for
experimental, developmental, or research work and Seller is a small business firm or nonprofit organization.

52.227-12 Patent Rights-Retention by the Contractor (Long Form) (JAN 1997).  This clause only applies if this Contract is for
experimental, developmental, or research work and Seller is other than a small business firm or nonprofit organization.
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52.230-6 Administration of Cost Accounting Standards  (NOV 1999).  Add "Buyer and the" before "Contracting Officer" in
paragraph (f). This clause applies if clause H001, H002, or H004 is included in this contract.

52.234-1 Industrial Resources Developed Under Defense Production Act Title III (DEC 1994).  

52.236-13 Accident Prevention (NOV 1991).  The term "Contracting Officer" shall mean Buyer.

52.237-2 Protection of Government Buildings, Equipment, and Vegetation (APR 1984).  This clause applies only if work will be
performed on a Government installation. "Contracting Officer" shall mean Buyer.

52.244-5 Competition in Subcontracting  (DEC 1996).

In performing work under this Contract on a Government installation, Seller shall (a) conform to the specific safety requirements
contained in the Contract, and (b) for those related activities not directly addressed by this Contract, conform to the applicable safety
rules prescribed by the Government installation, and (c) take such additional precautions as Buyer or the Contracting Officer under
Buyer’s Government contract may reasonably require for safety and accident prevention purposes. Any violation of such rules and
requirements, unless promptly corrected as directed by Buyer or the Contracting Officer, shall be grounds for termination of this
Contract in accordance with the default provisions hereof. Buyer may, by written order, direct additional safety and accident standards
as may be required under Buyer’s Government contract and any adjustments resulting from such direction will be in accordance with
the provisions of this Contract entitled "Changes."

B. FOREIGN OBJECT DAMAGE/CONTROL

Seller shall establish and maintain systems and procedures necessary to provide a program of foreign object damage/control.

C. NOTIFICATION OF DEBARMENT/SUSPENSION STATUS

Seller shall provide immediate notice to Buyer in the event of being suspended, debarred or declared ineligible by any Department or
other Federal Agency, or upon receipt of a notice of proposed debarment from any DoD Agency, during the performance of this
Contract.

D. MATERIAL INSPECTION AND RECEIVING REPORT

Applicable only to final inspection and acceptance for over and above repair of reparables:

(a) As specified by DFARS, Appendix F, Table 2, a copy of DD Forms 250 shall be forwarded to the following address:

(2) For shipments involving foreign Military Assistance Program (MAP), Grant Aid (GA), or Foreign Military Sales (FMS)
requirements, an additional copy shall be sent to: TBD.

(b) If delivery of MAP, GA, or FMS items to foreign destinations is required, the copies of DD Forms 250 required by DFARS,
Appendix F, Table 2, Material Inspection and Receiving Report, Special Distribution, shall be forwarded to the "ship to" address
designated in the contract.

E. OZONE DEPLETING SUBSTANCES

The Seller shall notify the Buyer Purchasing Representative if any Class 1 Ozone depleting Substances (ODS) are used or anticipated
to be used in the design, manufacture, test, operation, or maintenance of any system, subsystem, item component or process set forth
in this Contract.

F. DISCONTINUANCE OF PURCHASED ITEMS

Seller shall notify Buyer of any pending or future action to discontinue manufacture and/or sale of the purchased items.
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
