CUSTOMER CONTRACT REQUIREMENTS

The following customer contract requirements apply to this contract to the extent indicated below. If this contract is for the procurement of
commercial items under a Government prime contract, as defined in FAR Part 2.101, see Section 3 below.

1. FAR Clauses  The following contract clauses are incorporated by reference from the Federal Acquisition Regulation and apply to the extent
indicated. In all of the following clauses, "Contractor" and "Offeror" mean Seller.

52.203-6 Restrictions on Subcontractor Sales to the Government (JUL 1995).  This clause applies only if this contract exceeds (i)
$100,000 if included in Buyer's customer RFP or customer contract issued before October 1, 2010 or (ii) $150,000 if included in
Buyer's customer RFP issued on or after October 1, 2010, or if the prime contract was issued prior to October 1, 2010 but was
amended after October 1, 2010 to increase the Simplified Acquisition Threshold

52.203-7 Anti-Kickback Procedures (JUL 1995).  Buyer may withhold from sums owed Seller the amount of any kickback paid by
Seller or its subcontractors at any tier if (a) the Contracting Officer so directs, or (b) the Contracting Officer has offset the amount of
such kickback against money owed Buyer under the prime contract. This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $100,000.

52.203-8 Cancellation, Rescission, and Recovery of Funds for Illegal or Improper Activity (JAN 1997).  This clause applies to
this contract if the Seller, its employees, officers, directors or agents participated personally and substantially in any part of the
preparation of a proposal for this contract. The Seller shall indemnify Buyer for any and all losses suffered by the Buyer due to
violations of the Act (as set forth in this clause) by Seller or its subcontractors at any tier.

52.203-10 Price or Fee Adjustment for Illegal or Improper Activity (JAN 1997).  This clause applies only if this contract exceeds
(i) $100,000 if included in Buyer's customer RFP or customer contract issued before October 1, 2010 or (ii) $150,000 if included in
Buyer's customer RFP issued on or after October 1, 2010, or if the prime contract was issued prior to October 1, 2010 but was
amended after October 1, 2010 to increase the Simplified Acquisition Threshold.If the Government reduces Buyer's price or fee for
violations of the Act by Seller or its subcontractors at any tier, Buyer may withhold from sums owed Seller the amount of the
reduction.

52.203-11 Certification and Disclosure Regarding Payments to Influence Certain Federal Transactions (APR 1991).  This
clause applies only if this contract exceeds $100,000.

52.203-12 Limitation on Payments to Influence Certain Federal Transactions (SEP 2005).  This clause applies only if this
contract exceeds (i) $100,000 if included in Buyer's customer RFP or customer contract issued before October 1, 2010 or (ii) $150,000
if included in Buyer's customer RFP issued on or after October 1, 2010, or if the prime contract was issued prior to October 1, 2010
but was amended after October 1, 2010 to increase the Simplified Acquisition Threshold.Paragraph (c)(4) is modified to read as follows:
"(c)(4) Seller will promptly submit any disclosure required (with written notice to Boeing) directly to the PCO for the prime contract.
Boeing will identify the cognizant Government PCO at Seller's request. Each subcontractor certification will be retained in the
subcontract file of the awarding contractor.

52.204-7 Central Contractor Registration (APR 2008).  "Government" means Government except as otherwise stated herein. In
paragraph (a) in the definition of Central Contractor Registration (CCR), "Government" means Government the first time it is used;
"Government" means Buyer the second time it is used. In paragraph (a) in the definition of Data Universal Numbering System+4
(DUNS+4) number, establishing the 4-character suffix will not assist EFT from Buyer to Seller. In subparagraph (b)(2), "Contracting
Officer" means Buyer. In the second sentence in subparagraph (c)( 1) (ii), delete "for" and insert "under" in lieu thereof. In paragraph
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(d), "Contracting Officer" means Buyer. In paragraph (f), "Government?s" means "Buyer?s."  Paragraph (g) is deleted.

52.211-15 Defense Priority and Allocation Requirements (SEP 1990).  This clause is applicable if a priority rating is noted in this
contract.

52.219-8 Utilization of Small Business Concerns (MAY 2004).  

52.219-9 Small-Business Subcontracting Plan (JUL 2005).  This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $500,000 and Seller is
not a small business concern.  Seller shall adopt a subcontracting plan that complies with the requirements of this clause. In addition,
Seller shall submit to Buyer Form X31162, Small and Small Disadvantaged Business and Women-Owned Small Business Subcontracting
Plan Certificate of Compliance.

52.219-9 Small Business Subcontracting Plan (Deviation) (FEB 2009)  Alternate II (OCT 2001).  
This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $550,000 and Seller is not a small business concern.  Seller shall adopt a subcontracting
plan that complies with the requirements of this clause. In addition, Seller shall submit to Buyer Form X31162, Small and Small
Disadvantaged Business and Women-Owned Small Business Subcontracting Plan Certificate of Compliance. In accordance with
paragraph (d)(10)(iv), Seller agrees that it will submit the SF 294 and/or SSR using eSRS, in accordance with paragraph (l) of this clause.

52.222-1 Notice to the Government of Labor Disputes (FEB 1997).  Contracting Officer shall mean Buyer.

52.222-4 Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act-Overtime Compensation (JUL 2005).  Buyer may withhold or recover
from Seller the amount of any sums the Contracting Officer withholds or recovers from Buyer because of liabilities of Seller or its
subcontractors under this clause.

52.222-20 Walsh-Healey Public Contracts Act (DEC 1996).  This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $10,000.

52.222-21 Prohibition of Segregated Facilities (FEB 1999).  

52.222-26 Equal Opportunity (APR 2002).  

52.222-35 Equal Opportunity for Special Disabled Veterans, Veterans of the Vietnam Era, and Other Eligible Veterans (DEC
2001).  This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $25,000.

52.222-36 Affirmative Action For Workers With Disabilities (JUN 1998).  This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $
10,000.

52.222-37 Employment Reports on Special Disabled Veterans, Veterans of the Vietnam Era, and Other EligibleVeterans
(DEC 2001).  This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $25,000.

52.222-39 Notification of Employee Rights Concerning Payment of Union Dues or Fees (DEC 2004).  

52.223-11 Ozone Depleting Substances (MAY 2001).     

52.223-13 Certification of Toxic Chemical Release Reporting (AUG 2003).  Except for commercial items as defined in FAR Part
2, this clause applies to competitive procurements expected to exceed $100,000 (including all options). If Seller is not subject to the
Form R filing and reporting requirements, Seller shall inform Buyer which exemption or exemptions in subparagraph (b)(2) of this
clause apply.

52.223-14 Toxic Chemical Release Reporting (JUN 2003).  Applies if this contract exceeds $100,000 (including all options). In
paragraphs (c) (1) and (d), "Contractor" means Buyer. paragraph (e) is deleted. 
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52.225-13 Restrictions on Certain Foreign Purchases (MAR 2005).  

52.227-1 Authorization and Consent (JUL 1995).  

52.227-2 Notice and Assistance Regarding Patent and Copyright Infringement (AUG 1996).  A copy of each notice sent to the
Government will be sent to Buyer. "Contracting Officer" shall mean "Buyer". This clause applies only if this contract exceeds
$100,000.

52.244-6 Subcontracts for Commercial Items (DEC 2004).  

52.245-1 Government Property (JUN 2007).  This clause applies only if Government property is acquired or furnished for contract
performance.   "Government" shall mean Government throughout except the first time it appears in paragraph (g)(1) when
"Government" shall mean the Government or the Buyer.  Paragraph (h)(1) is deleted and replaced by the following: Seller assumes the
risk of, and shall be responsible for, any loss, damage, destruction, or theft of Government property upon its delivery to Seller as
Government-furnished property. However, Seller is not responsible for reasonable wear and tear to Government Property or for
Government property properly consumed in performing this contract. If the contract incorporates Boeing General Provision GP4, the
Government-Owned Property article in GP4 is hereby deleted.

52.248-1 Value Engineering (FEB 2000).  The term "Contracting Officer" means Buyer. This clause applies only if this contract is
for $100,000 or more. If Value Engineering Change Proposal is accepted by the Government, Seller's share will be 50% of the instant,
concurrent and future contract net acquisition savings and collateral savings that Buyer receives from the Government. Seller's
negotiated share of the net acquisition savings and collateral savings shall not reduce the Government's share of concurrent or future
savings or collateral savings. Buyer's payments to Seller under this clause are conditioned upon Buyer's receipt of authorization for
such payments from the Government.

2. DoD FAR Supplement Clauses  DoD Contracts. The following contract clauses are incorporated by reference from the Department of
Defense Federal Acquisition Regulation Supplement and apply to the extent indicated. In all of the following clauses, "Contractor" and "Offeror"
mean Seller except as otherwise noted.

252.203-7001 Prohibition on Persons Convicted of Fraud or Other Defense-Contract-Related Felonies (DEC 2004).  This
clause applies only if this contract exceeds (i) $100,000 if included in Buyer's customer RFP or customer contract issued before
October 1, 2010 or (ii) $150,000 if included in Buyer's customer RFP issued on or after October 1, 2010, or if the prime contract was
issued prior to October 1, 2010 but was amended after October 1, 2010 to increase the Simplified Acquisition Threshold. This clause
does not apply to the purchase of commercial items or commercial components. "Contractor" and "contract" are not changed in
paragraphs (a) and (b). In paragraph (e), "Government" shall mean Government or Buyer. In paragraph (f), "through the Buyer" is
inserted after "Contracting Officer". Paragraph (g) is deleted and "Contracting Officer" shall mean Contracting Officer.

252.219-7003 Small, Small Disadvantaged and Women-Owned Small Business Subcontracting Plan (DoD Contracts) (APR
1996).  Except paragraph (g) which is hereby deleted.

252.225-7001 Buy American Act and Balance of Payments Program (JUN 2005).  

252.225-7002 Qualifying Country Sources as Subcontractors (APR 2003).  

252.225-7004 Reporting Of Contract Performance Outside The United States And Canada, Submission After Award (JUN
2005).  The term "Contracting Officer" means "Buyer." Subparagraph (c) (5) is deleted. In subparagraph (d) (2), "from the Contracting
Officer or" is deleted.

252.225-7012 Preference for Certain Domestic Commodities (JUN 2004).   
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252.225-7014 Preference for Domestic Specialty Metals (JUN 2005).  

252.226-7001 Utilization of Indian Organizations and Indian-Owned Economic Enterprises--DoD Contracts and Native
Hawaiian Small Business Concerns (SEP 2004).  This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $500,000.

252.243-7001 Pricing of Contract Modifications (DEC 1991).  

252.244-7000 Subcontracts for Commercial Items and Commercial Components (DoD Contracts) (MAR 2000).  

252.247-7023 Transportation of Supplies by Sea (MAY 2002).  This clause applies only if the supplies are of a type described in
paragraph (b)(2) of this clause. In paragraph (d), "45 days" is changed to "60 days." In paragraph (g) "Government" means Buyer.
This clause applies only if this contract exceeds (i) $100,000 if included in Buyer's customer RFP or customer contract issued before
October 1, 2010 or (ii) $150,000 if included in Buyer's customer RFP issued on or after October 1, 2010, or if the prime contract was
issued prior to October 1, 2010 but was amended after October 1, 2010 to increase the Simplified Acquisition Threshold. Paragraphs (f)
and (g) are excluded.

3. Prime Contract Special Provisions  The following prime contract special provisions apply to this purchase order

TBD NOTIFICATION OF DEBARMENT/SUSPENSION AND EXPORT DATA CONTROL (AUG 2009).  Seller shall provide
immediate notice to Buyer in the event of being debarred suspended, or proposed for debarment by any Federal Agency during the
performance of this contract.

 

(1) For the purpose of this clause,

(A) Foreign person is any person who is not a citizen of the or lawfully admitted to the for permanent residence under the
Immigration and Nationality Act, and includes foreign corporations, foreign organizations, and foreign governments;

(B)  Foreign representative is anyone, regardless of nationality or citizenship, acting as an agent,
representative, official, or employee of a foreign government, a foreign-owned or influenced firm,
corporation, or person; and

(C) Foreign sources are those sources (vendors, subcontractors, and suppliers) owned and controlled
by a foreign person.

(2)  Seller shall place a clause in subcontracts containing appropriate export control restrictions, set forth in
this clause.

(3)  Nothing in this clause waives any requirement imposed by any other U.S. Government agency with
respect to employment of foreign nationals or export-controlled data and information.

(4)  Equipment and technical data generated or delivered in the performance of this contract are controlled by the International Traffic in
Arms Regulation (ITAR), 22 CFR Sections 121 through 128.  An export license is required before assigning any foreign source to
perform work under this contract or before granting access to foreign persons to any equipment and technical data generated or
delivered during performance (see 22 CFR Section 125).  Seller shall notify Buyer and obtain the written approval of Buyer prior to
assigning or granting access to any work, equipment, or technical data generated or delivered in the performance of this contract to
foreign persons or their representatives.  This notification shall include the name and country of origin of the foreign person or
representative, the specific work, equipment, or data to which the person will have access, and whether the foreign person is cleared to
have access to technical data (DoD 5220.22-M, National Industrial Security Program Operating Manual (NISPOM)).

5352.210-9000 ELIMINATION OF USE OF CLASS I OZONE DEPLETING SUBSTANCES (ODS) (MAY 2006).  
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(1) It is Air Force policy to preserve mission readiness while minimizing dependency on Class I Ozone Depleting
Substances (ODS), and their release into the environment, to help protect the Earth’s stratospheric ozone layer.

(2) Unless a specific waiver has been authorized, Air Force procurements:

(A) May not include any specification, standard, drawing, or other document that requires the use of a Class I
ODS in the design, manufacture, test, operation, or maintenance of any system, subsystem, item, component, or
process;

(B) May not include any specification, standard, drawing or other document that establishes a requirement that
can only be met by use of a Class I ODS; and

(C) May not require the delivery of any item of supply that contains a Class I ODS or any service that includes
the use of a Class I ODS.

(3) For the purposes of the Air Force policy, the following are Class I ODS:

(A) Halons: 1011, 1202, 1211, 1301, and 2402

(B) Chlorofluorocarbons (CFC): CFC-11, CFC-12, CFC-13, CFC-111, CFC-112, CFC-113, CFC-114, CFC-115,
CFC-211, CFC-212, CFC-213, CFC-214, CFC-215, CFC-216, CFC-217, and the blends R-500, R-501, R-502,
and R-503.

(C) Other controlled substances: carbon tetrachloride, methyl chloroform, and methyl bromide. Page 8 of 8

(4) The Air Force has reviewed the requirements specified in this contract to reflect this policy. Where considered
essential, specific approval has been obtained to require use of the following substances: NONE. 

(5) To assist the Air Force in implementing this policy, Seller is required to notify Buyer if any Class I ODS not
specifically listed above is required in the performance of this contract.
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
