The following customer contract requirements apply to this contract to the extent indicated below. If this contract is for the procurement of
commercia items under a Government prime contract, as defined in FAR Part 2.101, see Section 3 below.

1. FAR Clauses Thefollowing contract clauses are incorporated by reference from the Federal Acquisition Regulation and apply to the extent
indicated. In all of the following clauses, "Contractor" and "Offeror" mean Seller.

52.203-6 Restrictions on Subcontractor Salesto the Government (SEP 2006). This clause applies only if this contract exceeds

$100,000. If the Government reduces Buyer's price or fee for violations of the Act by Seller or its subcontractors at any tier, Buyer
may withhold from sums owed Seller the amount of the reduction.

This
clause applies only if this contract exceeds $100,000.

52.203-12 Limitation on Paymentsto Influence Certain Federal Transactions (SEP 2007). This clause appliesonly if this
contract exceeds $100,000. Paragraph (g)(2) is modified to read as follows: "(g)(2) Seller will promptly submit any disclosure required
(with written notice to Boeing) directly to the PCO for the prime contract. Boeing will identify the cognizant Government PCO at
Seller's request. Each subcontractor certification will be retained in the subcontract file of the awarding contractor.”

Officer." In Subparagraph (c)(2)(ii)(B), "Government" shall mean "Government or Buyer." In Paragraph (d), "United States' shall mean
"United States or Buyer."

Thisclause
applies only if this contract exceeds $550,000 and Seller is not asmall business concern. Seller shall adopt a subcontracting plan that
complies with the requirements of this clause. In addition, Seller shall submit to Buyer Form X31162, Small and Small Disadvantaged
Business and Women-Owned Small Business Subcontracting Plan Certificate of Compliance. In accordance with paragraph (d)(10)(iv),
Seller agreesthat it will submit the ISR and/or SSR using eSRS, and, in accordance with paragraph (d)(10)(vi), Seller agreesto provide
the prime contract number, its own DUNS number, and the email address of the Government or Contractor official responsible for
acknowledging or rejecting the reports, to its subcontractors with subcontracting plans.

10,000.

52.242-15 Stop-Work Order Basic (AUG 1989), Alternate | (APR 1984) . Change "90 days" and "30 days" to "100 days" and "20
days' respectively. The terms "Contracting Officer" and "Government" shall mean Buyer.

52.244-6 Subcontracts for Commercial Items (DEC 2009).

52.245-1 Government Property (DEVIATION) 2007-O0012 (JUN 2007). This clause applies only if Government property is
acquired or furnished for contract performance. Per DEVIATION 2007-00012, the definition of plant equipment is deleted, and the
second sentence in the definition of real property is modified to read: "It does not include foundations and other work necessary for
installing personal property." The Government-Owned Property article in GP4 is hereby deleted.

This clause applies only if this contract is
for $100,000 or more. If Value Engineering Change Proposal is accepted by the Government, Seller's share will be 50% of the instant,
concurrent and future contract net acquisition savings and collateral savings that Buyer receives from the Government. Seller's
negotiated share of the net acquisition savings and collateral savings shall not reduce the Government's share of concurrent or future
savings or collateral savings. Buyer's payments to Seller under this clause are conditioned upon Buyer's receipt of authorization for
such payments from the Government.

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the Government. In paragraph (f), "through the Buyer" isinserted after "Contracting Officer." Paragraph (g) is deleted.

252.219-7003 Small Business Subcontracting Plan (DOD Contracts) (APR 2007). Except paragraph (g) which is hereby deleted.
Applicable clause date is revised to FEB 2009.

252.222-7999 Additional Requirements and Responsibilities Restricting the Use of Mandatory Arbitration Agreements
(DEVIATION) (FEB 2010). This clause applies only if this contract is in excess of $1 million and uses Fiscal Year
2010 funds, and is not for the acquisition of commercial items or commercially available off-the-shelf items.

Contracting Officer and, in the first sentence of
paragraph (a), Contractor mean Buyer. This clause applies only if the supplies being transported are noncommercial items or
commercia itemsthat (i) Seller isreselling or distributing to the Government without adding value (generally, Seller does not add value
to itemsthat it contracts for f.0.b. destination shipment); (ii) are shipped in direct support of U.S. military contingency operations,
exercises, or forces deployed in humanitarian or peacekeeping operations; or (iii) are commissary or exchange cargoes transported
outside the Defense Transportation System in accordance with 10 U.S.C. 2643.
