CUSTOMER CONTRACT REQUIREM ENTS

The following customer contract requirements apply to this contract to the extent indicated below. If this contract is for the
procurement of commercial items under a Government prime contract, as defined in FAR Part 2.101, see Section 3 below.

1. FAR Clauses Thefollowing contract clauses are incorporated by reference from the Federal Acquisition Regulation and apply
to the extent indicated.

52.211-15 Defense Priority and Allocation Requirements (APR 2008). Thisclauseis applicable if apriority rating
is noted in this contract.

52.215-11 Price Reduction for Defective Cost or Pricing Data -- M odifications (OCT 1997). This clause applies
only if this contract exceeds the threshold set forth in FAR 15.403-4 and is not otherwise exempt. "Contracting Officer"
shall mean "Contracting Officer or Buyer." In subparagraph (d)(2)(i)(A), delete "to the Contracting Officer." In
subparagraph (d)(2)(ii)(B), "Government" means "Government" or "Buyer." In Paragraph (€), "United States" shall
mean "United States or Buyer."

Buyer may
withhold or recover from Seller the amount of any sums the Contracting Officer withholds or recovers from Buyer
because of liabilities of Seller or its subcontractors under this clause.

Seller shall provide and maintain insurance
as set forth in this contract.

Add "Buyer and the" before "CFAQ" in
paragraph (m). This provision appliesif clause HOO1, H002, or HO04 isincluded in this contract.

52.237-2 Protection of Government Buildings, Equipment, and Vegetation (APR 1984). This clause applies only
if work will be performed on a Government installation. "Contracting Officer" shall mean Buyer.

52.242-15 Stop-Work Order (AUG 1989). Change "90 days' and "30 days" to "100 days" and "20 days"
respectively. The terms " Contracting Officer" and "Government" shall mean Buyer.

52.244-5 Competition in Subcontracting (DEC 1996).

52.244-6 Subcontracts for Commercial Items (AUG 2009).

52.245-1 Government Property (JUN 2007). This clause applies only if Government property is acquired or
furnished for contract performance. The Government-Owned Property article in GP4 is hereby deleted.

Such identification and marking shall be a high-capacity 2D machine readable code to comply with the version
of MIL-STD-130, Identification M arking of U.S. Military Property, set forth elsewhere in this contract; or if not so
stated, then the Seller shall comply with M IL-STD-130 N. The code may include, as space is available, linear bar code
and human readabl e characters. Unless otherwise specified in Boeing product drawings or specifications, the seller may
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use either Construct #1 or Construct #2. The Seller shall not be required to furnish item valuations as set forth in this
clause.

252.215-7000 Pricing Adjustments (DEC 1991). This clause appliesonly if this contract exceeds $650,000.

252.219-7003 Small Business Subcontracting Plan (DOD Contracts) (APR 2007). Except paragraph (g) whichis
hereby deleted.

This clause appliesonly if Seller delivers hazardous material
under this contract.

This clause appliesonly if this
contract involves ammunition or explosives. "Government" means Government or Buyer in paragraph (b)(2), each time
it appearsin (e), (f)(1), (f)(2), thefirst timeit appearsin (g)(1)(i), and in (g)(3). "Government" means Buyer in
paragraphs (c)(3), (c)(4), (c)(5), and the second time it appearsin (g)(1)(i). "Contracting Officer" means Contracting
Officer and Buyer in paragraph (g)(4). "Contracting Officer" means Buyer in paragraphs (c)(1), (¢)(2), (c)(3), (c)(4),
(c)(5), and each timeiit appearsin (d).

252.223-7003 Change in Place of Performance-Ammunition and Explosives (DEC 1991). This clause applies
only if DFARS 252.223-7002 is applicable to this contract. The term "Contracting Officer" means Buyer.

252.223-7006 Prohibition on Storage and Disposal of Toxic and Hazardous M aterials (APR 1993).

252.223-7007 Safeguarding Sensitive Conventional Arms, Ammunition, and Explosives (SEP 1999).

This clause applies only if (1) this contract, or a subcontract at any tier, is for the development, production,
manufacture, or purchase of arms, ammunition, and explosives (AA&E) or (2) AA&E will be provided to
Seller, or to a subcontractor at any tier, as Government-furnished property.
