CUSTOM ER CONTRACT REQUIREM ENTS

The following customer contract requirements apply to this contract to the extent indicated below. If this contract is for the procurement of
commercia items under a Government prime contract, as defined in FAR Part 2.101, see Section 3 below.

1. FAR Clauses Thefollowing contract clauses are incorporated by reference from the Federal Acquisition Regulation and apply to the extent
indicated. In all of the following clauses, "Contractor" and "Offeror" mean Seller.

52.203-6 Restrictions on Subcontractor Salesto the Gover nment (SEP 2006).
This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $100,000.

52.203-7 Anti-Kickback Procedures (JUL 1995). Buyer may withhold from sums owed Seller the amount of any kickback paid by
Seller or its subcontractors at any tier if (a) the Contracting Officer so directs, or (b) the Contracting Officer has offset the amount of
such kickback against money owed Buyer under the prime contract.

This clause appliesto
this contract if the Seller, its employees, officers, directors or agents participated personally and substantially in any part of the
preparation of a proposal for this contract. The Seller shall indemnify Buyer for any and all losses suffered by the Buyer due to
violations of the Act (as set forth in this clause) by Seller or its subcontractors at any tier.

52.203-10 Price or Fee Adjustment for Illegal or Improper Activity (JAN 1997). This clause applies only if this contract exceeds
$100,000. If the Government reduces Buyer's price or fee for violations of the Act by Seller or its subcontractors at any tier, Buyer
may withhold from sums owed Seller the amount of the reduction.

52.203-12 Limitation on Paymentsto Influence Certain Federal Transactions (SEP 2007). This clause appliesonly if this
contract exceeds $100,000. Paragraph (g)(2) is modified to read as follows: "(g)(2) Seller will promptly submit any disclosure required
(with written notice to Boeing) directly to the PCO for the prime contract. Boeing will identify the cognizant Government PCO at
Sdller's request. Each subcontractor certification will be retained in the subcontract file of the awarding contractor.”

52.203-13 Contractor Code of Business Ethics and Conduct (DEC 2008). This clause applies only if this contract isin excess of
$5,000,000 and has a period of performance of more than 120 days.

52.203-14 Display of Hotline Poster (s) (DEC 2007). This clause applies only if this contract isin excess of $5,000,000 and is not for
acommercial item or performed entirely outside the United States. For the purposes of this clause, the United Statesis defined as the
50 states, the District of Columbia, and outlying areas.

52.204-2 Security Requirements (AUG 1996). Changes clause means the changes clause of this contract. This clause applies only if
access to classified material isrequired.

52.211-5 Material Requirements (AUG 2000). Any notice will be given to Buyer rather than the Contracting Officer.

52.211-15 Defense Priority and Allocation Requirements (APR 2008). This clauseis applicableif apriority rating is noted in this
contract.
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52.215-2 Audit and Records - Negatiation (M AR 2009). This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $100,000 and (i) is cost-
reimbursement, incentive, time-and-materials, labor-hour, or price-redeterminable type or any combination of these types; (ii) Seller
was required to provide cost or pricing data, or (iii) Seller is required to furnish reports as discussed in paragraph (e) of the referenced
clause.

52.215-10 Price Reduction for Defective Certified Cost or Pricing Data (AUG 2011). This clause appliesonly if this contract
exceeds the threshold set forth in FAR 15.403-4 and is not otherwise exempt. In subparagraph (3) of paragraph (), insert "of this
contract” after "price or cost.” In Paragraph (c), "Contracting Officer" shall mean "Contracting Officer or Buyer.” In Paragraphs (c)(1),
(©)(1)(ii), and (c)(2)(i), "Contracting Officer" shall mean "Contracting Officer or Buyer." In Subparagraph (c)(2)(i)(A), delete "to the
Contracting Officer.” In Subparagraph (c)(2)(ii)(B), "Government" shall mean "Government or Buyer." In Paragraph (d), "United
States' shall mean "United States or Buyer."

52.215-12 Subcontractor Cost or Pricing Data (OCT 1997). This clause applies only if this contract exceeds the threshold set forth
in FAR 15.403-4 and is not otherwise exempt. The certificate required by paragraph (b) of the referenced clause shall be modified as
follows:. delete "to the Contracting Officer or the Contracting Officer's representative” and substitute in lieu thereof "to The Boeing
Company or The Boeing Company's representative (including data submitted, when applicable, to an authorized representative of the
U.S. Government)."

52.215-14 Integrity of Unit Prices (OCT 1997). This clause applies except for contracts at or below $100,000; construction or
architect-engineer services under FAR Part 36; utility services under FAR Part 41; services where supplies are not required; commercial
items; and petroleum products.

This Clause appliesto this contract if it meets the
requirements of FAR 15.408(g).

52.222-1 Notice to the Government of Labor Disputes (FEB 1997). Contracting Officer shall mean Buyer.
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52.222-20 Walsh-Healey Public Contracts Act (DEC 1996). This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $10,000.

52.222-21 Prohibition of Segregated Facilities (FEB 1999).

52.222-26 Equal Opportunity (M AR 2007).

52.222-35 Equal Opportunity for Special Disabled Veterans, Veterans of the Vietnam Era, and Other Eligible Veterans (SEP
2006). This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $100,000.

52.222-36 Affirmative Action For Workers With Disabilities (JUN 1998). This clause appliesonly if this contract exceeds $

52.227-1 Authorization and Consent (DEC 2007).

52.227-2 Notice and Assistance Regarding Patent and Copyright Infringement (DEC 2007). A copy of each notice sent to the
Government will be sent to Buyer.

52.230-6 Administration of Cost Accounting Standards (M AR 2008). Add "Buyer and the" before "CFAQ" in paragraph (m).
This clause applies only if clause HO01, H002, or HO04 isincluded in this contract. The CAS clause incorporated by (i) HOO1 is dated
APR 1998; (ii) HO02 is dated APR 1998; (iii) HOO4 is dated APR 1998.

52.234-1 Industrial Resour ces Developed Under Defense Production Act Titlel11 (DEC 1994).

52.242-15 Stop-Work Order (AUG 1989). Change "90 days"' and "30 days" to "100 days" and "20 days" respectively. The terms
"Contracting Officer" and "Government” shall mean Buyer.

52.244-5 Competition in Subcontracting (DEC 1996).

52.244-6 Subcontractsfor Commercial Items (DEC 2009).

52.245-1 Gover nment Property (JUN 2007).
This clause applies only if Government property is acquired or furnished for contract performance. "Government" shall mean
Government throughout except the first time it appears in paragraph (g)(1) when "Government" shall mean the Government or the
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Buyer. Paragraph (h)(1) is deleted and replaced by the following: Seller assumes the risk of, and shall be responsible for, any loss,
damage, destruction, or theft of Government property upon its delivery to Seller as Government-furnished property. However, Seller is
not responsible for reasonable wear and tear to Government Property or for Government property properly consumed in performing
this contract. If the contract incorporates Boeing General Provision GP4, the Government-Owned Property article in GP4 is hereby
deleted.

In paragraph (€), the remedies
described in subparagraphs (2) and (3) are available to Buyer, not the Government. In paragraph (f), “through the Buyer" isinserted
after "Contracting Officer." Paragraph (g) is deleted.

252.204-7000 Disclosur e of Information (DEC 1991). Seller will submit requests for authorization to rel ease through Buyer.

252.204-7008 Requirementsfor Contracts I nvolving Export-Controlled Items. (JUL 2008).

252.211-7000 Acquisition Streamlining (DEC 1991). This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $1 million.

252.211-7003 Item Identification and Valuation (JUN 2005). Seller shall comply with the unique item identification requirements of
this clause for those subassemblies, components, and parts specified el sewhere in this contract. Such identification and marking shall be
a high-capacity 2D machine readable code to comply with the version of M IL-STD-130, Identification M arking of U.S. Military
Property, set forth elsewherein this contract; or if not so stated, then Seller shall comply with M IL-STD-130 L. The code may
include, as space is available, linear bar code and human readable characters. Unless otherwise specified in Boeing product drawings or
specifications, Seller may use either Construct #1 or Construct #2. Seller shall not be required to furnish item valuations as set forth in
this clause.

252.215-7000 Pricing Adjustments (DEC 1991). This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $650,000.

252.223-7001 Hazard Warning Labels (DEC 1991). This clause appliesonly if Seller delivers hazardous material under this contract.

252.225-7001 Buy American Act and Balance of Payment Program (JAN 2009).

252.225-7002 Qualifying Country Sour ces as Subcontractors (APR 2003).

252.225-7009 Restriction on Acquisition of Certain Articles Containing Specialty Metals (JAN 2011).

252.225-7012 Preference for Certain Domestic Commaodities (DEC 2008).

252.225-7013 Duty Free Entry (DEC 2009). Thisclause appliesif Seller islocated in aqualifying country (as defined in DFARS Part
225.8) or if Seller islocated in any other country and the estimated U.S. duty for the deliverable items will exceed $200 per unit. Seller
shall include the prime contract number on all shipping documents submitted to Customs for supplies for which duty-free entry is
claimed pursuant to this clause. The information required by paragraph (j)(3) of this clause is available upon request..

252.225-7016 Restriction on Acquisition of Ball and Roller Bearings (JUN 2011).
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252.226-7001 Utilization of Indian Organizations and Indian-Owned Economic Enterprises--DoD Contracts and Native
Hawaiian Small Business Concerns (SEP 2004). This clause appliesonly if this contract exceeds $500,000.

252.227-7013 Rights I n Technical Data -- Noncommercial Items (M AR 2011). This clause appliesonly if the delivery of datais
required for noncommercial items under this contract.

252.227-7014 Rights In Noncommer cial Computer Software And Noncommercial Computer Software Documentation (M AR
2011). Thisclause appliesonly if the delivery of noncommercial computer software or noncommercial computer documentation may
be originated, developed or delivered under this contract.

252.227-7016 Rightsin Bid or Proposal Information (JAN 2011).

252.227-7019 Validation of Asserted Restrictions - Computer Software (JUN 1995). This clause applies only if computer
software may be originated, developed, or delivered under this contract.

252.227-7027 Deferred Ordering of Technical Data or Computer Software (APR 1988). This clause applies only if technical data
or computer software may be generated as part of the performance of this contract.

252.227-7030 Technical Data -- Withholding of Payment (M AR 2000). In thisclause, "Government" and "Contracting Officer"
shall mean Buyer. This clause applies only if the delivery of technical datais required under this contract.

252.227-7037 Validation of Restrictive Markings on Technical Data (SEP 1999). This clause appliesonly if the delivery of datais
required by this contract.

252.231-7000 Supplemental Cost Principles (DEC 1991).

252.243-7001 Pricing of Contract Modifications (DEC 1991).

252.247-7023 Transportation of Suppliesby Sea (M AY 2002). This clause appliesonly if the supplies are of atype described in
paragraph (b)(2) of this clause. In paragraph (d), "45 days" is changed to "60 days." In paragraph (g) "Government" means Buyer. If
this contract is at or below $100,000, paragraphs (f) and (g) are excluded.

252.247-7024 Notification of Transportation of Suppliesby Sea (M AR 2000). Contracting Officer and, in the first sentence of
paragraph (a), Contractor mean Buyer. This clause applies only if the supplies being transported are noncommercial items or
commercia itemsthat (i) Seller isreselling or distributing to the Government without adding value (generally, Seller does not add value
to items that it contracts for f.0.b. destination shipment); (ii) are shipped in direct support of U.S. military contingency operations,
exercises, or forces deployed in humanitarian or peacekeeping operations; or (iii) are commissary or exchange cargoes transported
outside the Defense Transportation System in accordance with 10 U.S.C. 2643.

252.249-7002 Notification Of Anticipated Contract Termination Or Reduction (DEC 2006). This clause applies only if this
contact is $550,000 or more. Seller will comply with the notice and flowdown requirements of paragraph (d)(2) of the referenced clause.

3. Commercial Items If goods or services being procured under this contract are commercial items and Clause H203 is set forth in the purchase
order, the foregoing Government clausesin Sections 1 and 2 above are deleted and the following FAR/DFARS clauses are inserted in lieu thereof:

52.203-13 Contractor Code of Business Ethics and Conduct (DEC 2008). This clause applies only if this contract isin excess of
$5,000,000 and has a period of performance of more than 120 days.
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52.219-8 Utilization of Small Business Concerns (MAY 2004).

This clause applies only if this contract offers further subcontracting opportunities. If this contract exceeds $550,000
($1,000,000 for construction of any public facility) and Seller is not a small business concern, Seller must include
52.219-8 in lower tier subcontracts that offer subcontracting opportunities.

52.222-26 Equal Opportunity (M AR 2007).

52.222-35 Equal Opportunity for Special Disabled Veterans, Veterans of the Vietham Era, and Other Eligible Veterans (SEP
2006). This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $100,000.

52.222-36 Affirmative Action for Workers With Disabilities (JUN 1998). This clause appliesonly if this contract exceeds $10,000.

52.222-50 Combating Trafficking in Persons (FEB 2009). In paragraph (d), the term “Contracting Officer” means Buyer, and in
paragraph (€), the term “the Government” means Buyer.

5252.227.9507 NOTICE REGARDING THE DISSEMINATION OF EXPORT-CONTROLLED TECHNICAL DATA (OCT
2005).

5. Prime Contract Special Provisions The following prime contract special provisions apply to this purchase order

5252.204-9501 National Stock Numbers(NAVAIR) (M AR 2007).
(Thisclause appliesonly if Seller isrequired to direct ship items to the Government. Seller will obtain NSNs from Buyer,
not the Government. Seller will direct ship items to the Government without NSNs only if authorized in writing by Buyer.)

(a) This clause applies to supplies that are stock nunmbered under Federal Catalog System procedures.

(b) Unless otherwise authorized by the Contracting Officer, in writing, the Contractor shall not deliver any supplies until
the supplies have been maerked with a National Stock Number. All available National Stock Numbers will be furnished by
the Government. If National Stock Numbers are not furnished by the Government in time to meet the delivery schedule for
the supplies, the Contractor may present the supplies that are scheduled for delivery to the Contracting Officer for
acceptance. The Contracting Officer may accept such supplies without National Stock Nunbers and the Government will
pay the Contractor, provided that title to the suppliesis vested in the Government.

(c) Theterm*“Federal Stock Nunmber” (FSN), which may be referred to in the specifications of this contract or elsewherein
this contract, shall mean “National Stock Number” (NSN), and the term“Federal Item Identification Number,” wherever it
appears, shall mean “National ItemIdentification Number.” (As used in the foregoing clause, the term*“ Contracting
Officer” shall mean the “ Administrative ContractingOfficer” (ACO) with respect to provisioned items and other supplies
ordered by the ACQO.)

5252.227-9511 Disclosure, Use and Protection of Proprietary Information (NAVAIR) (OCT 1994).
(In this clause "the prime contractor”" means Seller.)

(a) During the performance of this contract, the Government may use an independent services contractor (1SC), who is
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neither an agent nor employee of the Government. The |SC may be used to conduct reviews, evaluations, or independent
verification and validations of technical documents submitted to the Government during performance.

(b) The use of an ISC is solely for the convenience of the Government. The I SC has no obligation to the prime contractor.
The prime contractor is required to provide full cooperation, working facilities and access to the | SC for the purposes
stated in paragraph (a) above.

(c) Sincethe ISC is neither an enmployee nor agent of the Government, any findings, recommendations, analyses, or
conclusions of such a contractor are not those of the Government.

(d) The prime contractor acknowledges that the Government has the right to use 1SCs as stated in paragraph (a) above. It
is possible that under such an arrangement the | SC may require access to or the use of information (other than restricted
cost or pricing data), which is proprietary to the prime contractor.

(e) To protect any such proprietary information from disclosure or use, and to establish the respective rights and duties of
both the ISC and prime contractor, the prime contractor agrees to enter into a direct agreement with any 1SC asthe
Government requires. A properly executed copy (per FAR 9.505-4) of the agreement will be provided to the Procuring
Contracting Officer.

5252.247-9508 Prohibited Packing Materials (NAVAIR) (JUN 1998). The use of ashestos, excelsior, newspaper or shredded paper
(al typesincluding waxed paper, computer paper and similar hydroscopic or non-neutral material) is prohibited. In addition, loose fill
polystyrene is prohibited for shipboard use.

5252.247-9509 Preservation, Packaging, Packing and Marking (NAVAIR) (JUL 1998).
(Inthis clause "Contracting Officer" and "Government" mean Buyer.)

(a) Preservation, packaging and packing shall conformto prevailing industry standards for the type of commodity
purchased under this contract.

(b) All packages will be clearly marked with applicable contract number/delivery order nunmber, and will contain appropriate
packing dip. All deliverieswill be marked for and/or consigned as follows:
Required informetion will be provided via Contracting Officer direction.

(c) Inthe event of any discrepancy in meterial shipped (overage, technical rejection, damage), the contractor shall,
immediately upon request of the Contracting Officer, furnish disposition instructions. Normally, such disposition
instruction shall be a properly conmpleted Commercia Bill of Lading, which includes, but is not limited to, the mode of
shipment, routing, special handling, and so forth.

(d) If the contractor is required to install equipment upon delivery, then the contractor shall informthe Government of the
date of shipment fromthe contractor’ s facilities and the anticipated date of arrival at the site. This report shall be made no
later than the actual date that the shipment is made fromthe contractor’ s facilities. The report may be mede by facsimile or
e-mail, to the point of contact listed in Section G. All transportation, rigging, drayage, packing, unpacking, and handling
necessary to accomplish the installation shall be the responsibility of the contractor.
