This clause appliesif this contract exceeds (i) $100,000 if included in Buyer's customer RFP or customer contract issued before
October 1, 2010 or (ii) $150,000 if included in Buyer's customer RFP issued on or after October 1, 2010, or if the prime contract was
issued prior to October 1, 2010 but was amended after October 1, 2010 to increase the Simplified Acquisition Threshold and (iii) is
cost-reimbursement, incentive, time-and-materials, labor-hour or price redeterminable type or any combination of these for which cost
or pricing data are required or for which Buyer is required to furnish reports to the Government in accordance with paragraph (e) of this
clause.

52.230-6 Administration of Cost Accounting Standards (JUN 2010). Add "Buyer and the" before "CFAQO" in paragraph (m). This
provision appliesif clause H001, HO02, HO04 or HOO7 isincluded in this contract. The CAS clause incorporated by (i) HOO1 is dated
OCT 2008; (ii) H002 is dated OCT 2008; (iii) H004 is dated OCT 2008; (iv) H007 is dated JUN 2010.

52.242-15 Stop-Work Order (AUG 1989). Change "90 days"' and "30 days" to "100 days" and "20 days" respectively. The terms
"Contracting Officer" and "Government” shall mean Buyer.

52.244-5 Competition in Subcontracting (DEC 1996).

52.244-6 Subcontractsfor Commercial Items (JUN 2010).

52.245-1 Gover nment Property (AUG 2010).

This clause applies only if Government property is acquired or furnished for contract performance. "Government" shall mean
Government throughout except the first time it appears in paragraph (g)(1) when "Government" shall mean the Government or the
Buyer. Paragraph (h)(1) is deleted and replaced by the following: “ Seller assumes the risk of, and shall be responsible for, any loss,

Unless otherwise specified in Boeing product drawings or
specifications, the seller may use either Construct #1 or Construct #2. The Seller shall not be required to furnish item valuations as set
forth in this clause.

"Arms, ammunition, and explosives (AA&E)" means those items within the
scope (chapter 1, paragraph B) of DoD 5100.76-M, Physical Security of Sensitive Conventional Arms, Ammunition, and
Explosives.

252.225-7002 Qualifying Country Sour ces as Subcontractor s (APR 2003).

252.225-7004 Reporting Of Contract Performance Outside The United States And Canada - Submission After Award (M AY
2007). Theterm "Contractor" in paragraph (b) and the term " Contracting Officer" in paragraphs (c) and (d) means "Buyer.” This clause
applies only if this contract exceeds $550,000.

252.235-7003 Frequency Authorization (DEC 1991). This clause applies only if this contract requires the development, production,
construction, testing, or operation of a device for which aradio frequency authorization is required.

252.243-7001 Pricing of Contract Modifications (DEC 1991).

252.244-7000 Subcontracts for Commercial I1temsand Commer cial Components (DoD Contracts) (AUG 2009).
