Seller
shall submit written requests to Buyer a minimum of 60 days prior to proposed date of release.

252.211-7003 Item Identification and Valuation (JUN 2005). Seller shall comply with the unique item identification requirements of
this clause for those subassemblies, components, and parts specified el sewhere in this contract. Such identification and marking shall be
a high-capacity 2D machine readable code to comply with the version of M IL-STD-130, Identification M arking of U.S. Military
Property, set forth elsewherein this contract; or if not so stated, then the Seller shall comply with M IL-STD-130 L. The code may
include, as space is available, linear bar code and human readable characters. Unless otherwise specified in Boeing product drawings or
specifications, the seller may use either Construct #1 or Construct #2. The Seller shall not be required to furnish item valuations as set
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forth in this clause.

Thisclause appliesonly if the delivery of noncommercial computer software or noncommercial computer documentation may
be originated, developed or delivered under this contract.

252.227-7017 I dentification and Assertion of Use, Release, or Disclosure Restrictions (JUN 1995).

252.227-7019 Validation of Asserted Restrictions - Computer Software (JUN 1995). This clause applies only if computer
software may be originated, developed, or delivered under this contract.

252.227-7026 Deferred Delivery of Technical Data or Computer Software (APR 1988). This clause applies only if the delivery of
dataisrequired or if computer software may be originated, devel oped or delivered under this contract.

252.227-7027 Deferred Ordering of Technical Data or Computer Software (APR 1988). This clause appliesonly if technical data
or computer software may be generated as part of the performance of this contract.

252.239-7016 Telecommunications Security Equipment, Devices, Techniques, and Services (DEC 1991). This clause applies
only if this contract requires securing telecommunications.

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disadvantaged business," includes historically black colleges and universities and minority institutions, in addition to small
disadvantaged business concerns.

(c) Work under the contract or its subcontracts shall be credited toward meeting the small
disadvantaged business concern goa when:

(2) Itisperformed on Indian lands or in joint venture with an Indian tribe or a triballyowned
corporation, and

Contractor-specified formats shall be acceptable.

(2) For DoD, the authority to acknowledge or reject certain reportsis as follows:

(i) The authority to acknowledge or reject the ISR resides with the ACO or the contracting officer who receivesit, as described in
paragraph (h)(1)(i) of this clause.

(ii) The authority to acknowledge or reject SSRsin eSRS resides with the SSR Coordinator at the department or agency that administers
the majority of the contractor'sindividual subcontracting plans.

(iii) The authority to acknowledge or reject SSRs for construction and related maintenance and repair contracts resides with the SSR
Coordinator for each department or agency.

(iv) The authority to acknowledge or reject the Y ear-End Supplementary Report for Small Disadvantaged Businesses resides with the
Component SSR Coordinator who acknowledges or rejects the SSR.
