CUSTOMER CONTRACT REQUIREM ENTS

The following customer contract requirements apply to this contract to the extent indicated below. If this contract is for the
procurement of commercial items under a Government prime contract, as defined in FAR Part 2.101, see Section 3 below.

1. FAR Clauses Thefollowing contract clauses are incorporated by reference from the Federal Acquisition Regulation and apply
to the extent indicated. In al of the following clauses, "Contractor” and "Offeror" mean Seller.

52.203-7 Anti-Kickback Procedures (JUL 1995). Buyer may withhold from sums owed Seller the amount of any
kickback paid by Seller or its subcontractors at any tier if (a) the Contracting Officer so directs, or (b) the Contracting
Officer has offset the amount of such kickback against money owed Buyer under the prime contract.

September of each year, Seller will provide Buyer alist of all property acquired under this clause. The list will include
at aminimum: (1) part number; (2) serial number; (3) modification number, if any; (4) nomenclature; (5) acquisition
cost; (6) acquisition date; and (7) the date of the prior year'slist.
