The following customer contract requirements apply to this contract to the extent indicated below. If this contract is for the procurement of
commercia items under a Government prime contract, as defined in FAR Part 2.101, see Section 3 below.

1. FAR Clauses Thefollowing contract clauses are incorporated by reference from the Federal Acquisition Regulation and apply to the extent
indicated. In all of the following clauses, "Contractor" and "Offeror" mean Seller.

This clause appliesto
this contract if the Seller, its employees, officers, directors or agents participated personally and substantially in any part of the
preparation of a proposal for this contract. The Seller shall indemnify Buyer for any and all losses suffered by the Buyer due to
violations of the Act (as set forth in this clause) by Seller or its subcontractors at any tier.

52.203-10 Price or Fee Adjustment for Illegal or Improper Activity (JAN 1997).

This clause applies only if this contract exceeds (i) $100,000 if included in Buyer's customer RFP or customer contract issued before
October 1, 2010 or (ii) $150,000 if included in Buyer's customer RFP issued on or after October 1, 2010, or if the prime contract was
issued prior to October 1, 2010 but was amended after October 1, 2010 to increase the Simplified Acquisition Threshold.If the
Government reduces Buyer's price or fee for violations of the Act by Seller or its subcontractors at any tier, Buyer may withhold from
sums owed Seller the amount of the reduction.

52.203-12 Limitation on Paymentsto Influence Certain Federal Transactions (OCT 2010). Thisclause appliesonly if this
contract exceeds $150,000.

In paragraph (&) in the definition of Data Universal Numbering System+4 (DUNS+4) number, establishing the 4-character suffix will
not assist EFT from Buyer to Seller. In subparagraph (b)(2), "Contracting Officer" means Buyer. In the second sentencein
subparagraph (c)( 1) (ii), delete "for" and insert "under" in lieu thereof. In paragraph (d), "Contracting Officer" means Buyer. In
paragraph (f), "Government’s' means "Buyer’'s." Paragraph (g) is deleted.

52.204-10 Reporting Executive Compensation And First-Tier Subcontract Awards (JUL 2010).
Delete al paragraphs except (b). Contractor means Buyer in paragraph (b). The "required information" in paragraph (b) that will be
made public includes the information required as set forth in the deleted paragraphs.
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52.209-6 Protecting the Government's I nterests When Subcontracting With Contractors Debarred, Suspended or Proposed
for Debarment (DEC 2010). This clause applies to contracts that exceed $30,000 and is not a contract or subcontract for
commercially available off-the-shelf items. "Contracting Officer" means "Buyer." Seller shall disclose to Buyer, in writing, whether as of
the time of Buyer's offered contract herein, Seller or its principals, is or is not debarred, suspended or proposed for debarment by the
Federal Government.

52.215-2 Audit and Records-Negotiation (OCT 2010) Alternatel (M AR 2009). This clause appliesif this contract is funded in
whole or in part with Recovery Act funds. If 52.215-2, with Alternate | applies, 52.215-2, without Alternate | is deleted.

This clause appliesif this contract exceeds (i) $100,000 if included in Buyer's customer RFP or customer contract issued before

Officer." In Subparagraph (c)(2)(ii)(B), "Government" shall mean "Government or Buyer." In Paragraph (d), "United States' shall mean
"United States or Buyer."

52.215-12 Subcontractor Certified Cost or Pricing Data (OCT 2010). This clause applies only if this contract exceeds the
threshold set forth in FAR 15.403-4 and is not otherwise exempt. The certificate required by paragraph (b) of the referenced clause
shall be modified as follows: delete “to the Contracting Officer or the Contracting Officer's representative” and substitute in lieu thereof

This
provision appliesif clause H001, H002, HO04 or HOO7 isincluded in this contract.

52.242-15 Stop-Work Order Basic (AUG 1989), Alternate | (APR 1984) . Change "90 days" and "30 days' to "100 days" and "20
days' respectively. The terms "Contracting Officer" and "Government" shall mean Buyer.

52.244-5 Competition in Subcontracting (DEC 1996).

52.244-6 Subcontracts for Commercial Items (DEC 2010).
The clauseslisted in paragraph (c) (1) are applicable to Seller and incorporated in this contract.

If the contract incorporates Boeing General Provision GP4, the Government-Owned Property articlein GP4 is hereby
deleted.

Acess to the LaRC by non-U.S. citizen employees, including those in permanent resident alient status, shall be approved in accordance
with NPR 1371.2A, "Requirements for Processing Requests for Access to NASA Installations or Facilities by Foreign Nationals or
U.S. Citizens Who are Reps of Foreign Entities’. Processing reguires advance notice of aminimum of 20 days depending on the
nationality of the non-U.S. citizen or foreign representative. Access authorization shall be for a maximum of one year and must be re-
evaluated annually. Non-U.S. citizen employees or foreign representatives must be under escort at all times while on Center (by a
NASA Civil Servant or permanently badged contractor) unless otherwise approvedc by the International Visitors Coordinator (1VC).

LARC 52.211-104 OBSERVATION OF REGULATIONS AND IDENTIFICATION OF CONTRACTOR'S EMPLOYEES (FEB
2007) .

1. Observation of Regulations -- In performance of that part of the contract work which may be performed at Langley Research
Center (LaRC) or other Government installation, Seller shall require its employees to observe the rules and regulations as
prescribed by the authorities at LaRC or other installation including all applicable Federal, NASA and Langley safety, health,
environmental and security regulations.

2. Identification Credentials -- At al timeswhile on LaRC property, Seller shall require its emplyees, subcontractors and agents to
wear credentials issued by NASA LaRC. Contractors and subcontractors will be held accountable for these credentials, and may
be required to validate its active employees on an annual basis with the NASA LaRC Security Office. Immediately upon
employee termination or contract completion, badges shall be returned to the NASA LaRC Badge and Pass Office. Itisagreed
and understood that all NASA identification badges remain the property of NASA and the Government reserves the right to
invalidate such badges at any time.

3. Employee Out Processing -- Seller shall ensure that all employees who are terminated or no longer connected with work being
performed under this contract are out processed through the LaRC Badge and Pass Office. Badges and keys must be accounted
for and returned.
