Federal Space Agency by decree of the Russian Government at any other time
before, on, or after March 14, 2000; or

(4) Isajoint stock company in which the Russian Aviation and Space Agency or
Russian Federal Space Agency has at any time held controlling interest.

iii) Theterm “extraordinary payments’ means paymentsin cash or in kind made or to be
made by the United States Government prior to January 1, 2012, for work to be
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performed or servicesto be rendered prior to that date necessary to meet United States
obligations under the Agreement Concerning Cooperation on the Civil International
Space Station, with annex, signed at Washington January 29, 1998, and entered into
force March 27, 2001, or any protocol, agreement, memorandum of understanding, or
contract related thereto.

(b) This clause implements the Iran and Syria Nonproliferation Act (the Iran
Nonproliferation Act as amended by the Iran Nonproliferation Amendments Act of 2005)
to allow extraordinary payments prior to January 1, 2012 to Russian entitiesin
connection with the International Space Station.

(e) The Contracting Officer may direct the Contractor to provide additional information for
any other prospective or existing subcontract at any tier. The Contracting Officer may
direct the Contractor to terminate for the convenience of the government any subcontract
at any tier with an entity described in paragraphs (@), subject to an equitable adjustment.
