CUSTOMER CONTRACT REQUIREMENTS

The following customer contract requirements apply to this contract to the extent indicated below. If this contract is for the procurement of
commercia items under a Government prime contract, as defined in FAR Part 2.101, see Section 3 below.

52.245-1 Government Property (APR 2012). This clause appliesif Government property is acquired or furnished for contract
performance. "Government” shall mean Government throughout except the first time it appears in paragraph (g)(1) when

If accessto such data or softwareis required or to be
provided, Sdller shall enter into awritten agreement with such party prior to gaining access to such data or software. The
agreement shall address, at aminimum, (1) accessto, and use of, the proprietary data or software exclusively for the purposes of
performance of the work required by this contract, and (2) safeguards to protect such data or software from unauthorized use or
disclosure for so long asthe data or software remains proprietary. In addition, the agreement shall not impose any limitation upon
the Government or its employees with respect to such data or software. A copy of the executed agreement shall be provided to
the Contracting Officer, through Buyer.

(b) Sdler agreesto: (1) indoctrinate its personnel who will have access to the data or software asto the restrictions under which
accessis granted; (2) not disclose the data or software to another party or other Seller personnel except as authorized by the
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Contracting Officer; (3) not engagein any other action, venture, or  employment wherein this information will be used, other than
under this contract, in any manner inconsistent with the spirit and intent of this requirement; (4) not disclose the data or
software to any other party, including, but not limited to, joint venturer, affiliate, successor, or assign of Seller and (5) reproduce
the restrictive stamp, marking, or legend on each use of the data or software whether in whole or in part.

(c) Therestrictions on use and disclosure of the data and software described above also apply to such information received
from the Government through any means to which Sdller has access in the performance of this contract that contains
proprietary or other restrictive markings.

(d) Sdler agreesthat it will promptly notify the Contracting Officer, through Buyer, of any attempt by an individua,
company, or Government representative not directly involved in the effort to be performed under this contract to  gain access
to such proprietary information. Such notification shall include the name and organization of the individual, company, or
Government representative seeking access to such information.

(e) Sdler shal include this requirement in subcontracts of any tier which involve accessto information covered by paragraph
(a), substituting "subcontractor” for "Contractor" where appropriate.

(f) Compliance with this requirement is amaterial requirement of this contract.

B. USE OF NAVY SUPPORT CONTRACTORS FOR OFFICIAL CONTRACT FILES (NAVSEA) (APR 2004)

(8 NAVSEA may use afile room management support contractor, hereinafter referred to as "the support contractor”, to manage
its fileroom, in which all official contract files, including the officid file supporting this procurement, are retained. These officia
filesmay contain information that is considered atrade secret, proprietary, business sensitive or otherwise protected pursuant to
law or regulation, hereinafter referred to as“ protected information”. File room management services consist of any of the
following: secretarial or clerica support; data entry; document reproduction, scanning, imaging, or destruction; operation,
management, or maintenance of paper- based or eectronic mail rooms, file rooms, or libraries; and supervision in connection with
functions listed herein.

(b) The cognizant Contracting Officer will ensure that any NAV SEA contract under which these file room management
services are acquired will contain arequirement that:

(2) Individual employees are to be instructed by the support contractor regarding the sensitivity of the official
contract files,

(3) The support contractor performing these services be barred from providing any other supplies and/or
services, or competing to do so, to NAV SEA for the period of performance of its contract and for an additional
three years thereafter unless otherwise provided by law or regulation; and,

(4) In addition to any other rights Seller may have, it isathird party beneficiary who has the right of direct action
against the support contractor, or any person to whom the support contractor has released or disclosed
protected information, for the unauthorized duplication, release, or disclosure of such protected information.

(c) Acceptance of this contract by Seller is considered consent to NAV SEA's permitting accessto any information, irrespective
of restrictive markings or the nature of the information submitted, by its file room management support contractor for the
limited purpose of executing its file room support contract responsibilities.

(d) NAVSEA may, without further notice, enter into contracts with other contractors for these services. Seller isfreeto enter
into separate non-disclosure agreements with the file room contractor. (Please contact Director, E  Business Division for
contractor specifics, through Buyer.) However, any such agreement will not be considered a prerequisite before information
submitted is stored in the file room or otherwise encumber the government.

C. CONTRACTOR SAFETY AND HEALTH REQUIREMENTS FOR ACCESS TO NAVSEA/PEO SITE (NAVSEA)
(MAY 2012)
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(a) Seller personnel shall comply with al badging and security procedures required to gain accessto any NAVSEA/PEO
site. Contact the Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR) for specific requirements.

(b) Sdlerisrequired to adhereto the requirements of 29 CFR 1910, 29 CFR 1926 and applicable state and locd requirements
whilein NAV SEA/PEO government spaces. Seller personnel who areinjured on site shall notify SEA 04RS, Safety Office, via
the COR.

(©) NAVSEA/PEO site facilities are low to mid-rise buildings with elevators and a contractor operated restaurant facility in
building 197. Utility aress, electrical/phone closets and the roof are generally secured areaswith  restricted access. NAVSEA/
PEO HQ sites generally exhibit low hazards with no personal protection equipment (PPE) requirements. Hazards are those
typically found in an office environment. Slips, trips and fallson wet/icy surfaces, pest control, and ergonomic concerns are the
primary hazards. It is expected that contractor employees will have received training from their employer on hazards associated
with the areasin which they will beworking and know what to do in order to protect themselves.

(d) Contractors whose employees perform work within NAV SEA/PEO government spaces in excess of 1000 hours per calendar
quarter during a calendar year shall submit the data elements on OSHA Form 300A, Summary of Work Related Injuries and
IlInesses, for those employeesto SEA 04RS viathe Contracting Officer’s Representative by 15 January for the previous calendar
year, even if no work related injuries or illnesses occurred.

(&) Any Sdler employee exhibiting unsafe behavior may be removed from the NAVSEA/PEO site. Such remova shall not
relieve the contractor from meeting its contractual obligations and shall not be considered an excusable delay as defined in
FAR 52.249-14.

D. MERCURY EXCLUSION
No components, repair parts, special tools, or part thereof destined for use or installation in a submarine shall come in direct contact

with mercury, mercury compounds, or mercury-bearing instructions or devices employing only a single boundary of containment during
manufacturing, testing, or inspection. No mercury or mercury-bearing components shall be installed or used in the equipment
