CUSTOM ER CONTRACT REQUIREM ENTS

The following customer contract requirements apply to this contract to the extent indicated below. If this contract is for the procurement of
commercia items under a Government prime contract, as defined in FAR Part 2.101, see Section 3 below.

1. FAR Clauses Thefollowing contract clauses are incorporated by reference from the Federal Acquisition Regulation and apply to the extent
indicated.

Seller's
negotiated share of the net acquisition savings and collateral savings shall not reduce the Government's share of concurrent or future
savings or collateral savings. Buyer's payments to Seller under this clause are conditioned upon Buyer's receipt of authorization for
such payments from the Government.

(8) Foreign representative is anyone, regardless of nationdlity or citizenship, acting as an agent,
representative, officia, or employee of aforeign government, aforeign-owned or influenced firm,
corporation, or person; and

(C) Foreign sources are those sources (vendors, subcontractors, and suppliers) owned and controlled
by aforeign person.

(2 Sdler shal place aclause in subcontracts containing appropriate export control restrictions, set forth in
thisclause.

(3 Nothing in this clause waives any requirement imposed by any other U.S. Government agency with
respect to employment of foreign nationas or export-controlled dataand information.

(4) Equipment and technical data generated or delivered in the performance of this contract are controlled by the Internationa Traffic in
Arms Regulation (ITAR), 22 CFR Sections 121 through 128. An export licenseis required before assigning any foreign source to
perform work under this contract or before granting access to foreign persons to any equipment and technical data generated or
delivered during performance (see 22 CFR Section 125). Seller shall notify Buyer and obtain the written approval of Buyer prior to
assigning or granting access to any work, equipment, or technical data generated or delivered in the performance of this contract to
foreign persons or their representatives. This notification shall include the name and country of origin of the foreign person or
representative, the specific work, equipment, or data to which the person will have access, and whether the foreign person is cleared to
have access to technical data (DoD 5220.22-M, National Industrial Security Program Operating M anual (NISPOM )).
