The Seller shall indemnify Buyer for any and all losses suffered by the Buyer due to
violations of the Act (as set forth in this clause) by Seller or its subcontractors at any tier.

52.203-10 Price or Fee Adjustment for Illegal or Improper Activity (JAN 1997). This clause appliesonly if this contract exceeds
(i) $100,000 if included in Buyer's customer RFP or customer contract issued before October 1, 2010 or (ii) $150,000 if included in
Buyer's customer RFP issued on or after October 1, 2010, or if the prime contract was issued prior to October 1, 2010 but was
amended after October 1, 2010 to increase the Simplified Acquisition Threshold.If the Government reduces Buyer's price or fee for
violations of the Act by Seller or its subcontractors at any tier, Buyer may withhold from sums owed Seller the amount of the
reduction.

52.203-11 Certification and Disclosur e Regar ding Paymentsto Influence Certain Federal Transactions (SEP 2007). This
clause applies only if this contract exceeds (i) $100,000 if included in Buyer's customer RFP or customer contract issued before
October 1, 2010 or (ii) $150,000 if included in Buyer's customer RFP issued on or after October 1, 2010, or if the prime contract was
issued prior to October 1, 2010 but was amended after October 1, 2010 to increase the Simplified Acquisition Threshold.

52.203-12 Limitation on Paymentsto Influence Certain Federal Transactions (OCT 2010). Thisclause appliesonly if this
contract exceeds $150,000. Paragraph (g)(2) is modified to read as follows: "(g)(2) Seller will promptly submit any disclosure required
(with written notice to Boeing) directly to the PCO for the prime contract. Boeing will identify the cognizant Government PCO at
Seller's request. Each subcontractor certification will be retained in the subcontract file of the awarding contractor.”

(DUNS+4) number, establishing the 4-character suffix will not assist EFT from Buyer to Seller. In subparagraph (b)(2), "Contracting
Officer" means Buyer. In the second sentence in subparagraph (c)( 1) (ii), delete "for" and insert "under" in lieu thereof. In paragraph
(d), "Contracting Officer" means Buyer. In paragraph (f), "Government’s' means "Buyer’s." Paragraph (g) is deleted.
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52.204-10 Reporting Executive Compensation And First-Tier Subcontract Awards (FEB 2012). Delete al paragraphs except (b).
Contractor means Buyer in paragraph (b). The "required information” in paragraph (b) that will be made public includes the information
required as set forth in the deleted paragraphs.

52.209-6 Protecting the Government's I nterests When Subcontracting With Contractors Debarred, Suspended or Proposed
for Debarment (DEC 2010). Seller agreesit is not debarred, suspended, or proposed for debarment by the Federal Government. Seller
shall disclose to Buyer, in writing, whether as of the time of award of this contract, Seller or its principalsis or is not debarred,
suspended, or proposed for debarment by the Federal Government.

States' shall mean "United States or Buyer."

(3 Nothing in this clause waives any requirement imposed by any other U.S. Government agency with
respect to employment of foreign nationas or export-controlled data and information.

(4) Equipment and technical data generated or delivered in the performance of this contract are controlled by the Internationa Trafficin
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Arms Regulation (ITAR), 22 CFR Sections 121 through 128. An export licenseis required before assigning any foreign source to
perform work under this contract or before granting access to foreign persons to any equipment and technical data generated or
delivered during performance (see 22 CFR Section 125).

This notification shall include the name and country of origin of the foreign person or
representative, the specific work, equipment, or data to which the person will have access, and whether the foreign person is cleared to
have access to technical data (DoD 5220.22-M, National Industrial Security Program Operating M anua (NISPOM)).
