CUSTOMER CONTRACT REQUIREM ENTS

The following customer contract requirements apply to this contract to the extent indicated below. If this contract is for the
procurement of commercial items under a Government prime contract, as defined in FAR Part 2.101, see Section 3 below.

1. FAR Clauses Thefollowing contract clauses are incorporated by reference from the Federal Acquisition Regulation and apply
to the extent indicated. In al of the following clauses, "Contractor” and "Offeror" mean Seller.

52.203-6 Restrictions on Subcontractor Salesto the Gover nment (SEP 2006).
This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $100,000.

52.203-7 Anti-Kickback Procedures (JUL 1995). Buyer may withhold from sums owed Seller the amount of any
kickback paid by Seller or its subcontractors at any tier if (a) the Contracting Officer so directs, or (b) the Contracting
Officer has offset the amount of such kickback against money owed Buyer under the prime contract. This clause
applies only if this contract exceeds $100,000.

52.203-8 Cancellation, Rescission, and Recovery of Fundsfor Illegal or Improper Activity (JAN 1997). This
clause applies to this contract if the Seller, its employees, officers, directors or agents participated personally and
substantially in any part of the preparation of a proposal for this contract. The Seller shall indemnify Buyer for any
and all losses suffered by the Buyer due to violations of the Act (as set forth in this clause) by Seller or its
subcontractors at any tier.

52.203-10 Price or Fee Adjustment for Illegal or Improper Activity (JAN 1997). This clause applies only if this
contract exceeds $100,000. If the Government reduces Buyer's price or fee for violations of the Act by Seller or its
subcontractors at any tier, Buyer may withhold from sums owed Seller the amount of the reduction.

52.211-5 Material Requirements (AUG 2000). Any notice will be given to Buyer rather than the Contracting
Officer.

52.211-15 Defense Priority and Allocation Requirements (APR 2008). This clauseis applicableif apriority rating
is noted in this contract.

52.215-12 Subcontractor Cost or Pricing Data (OCT 1997). This clause applies only if this contract exceeds the
threshold set forth in FAR 15.403-4 and is not otherwise exempt. The certificate required by paragraph (b) of the
referenced clause shall be modified as follows: delete "to the Contracting Officer or the Contracting Officer's
representative’ and substitute in lieu thereof "to The Boeing Company or The Boeing Company's representative
(including data submitted, when applicable, to an authorized representative of the U.S. Government)."

52.215-14 Integrity of Unit Prices (OCT 1997). This clause applies except for contracts at or below $100,000;
construction or architect-engineer services under FAR Part 36; utility services under FAR Part 41; services where
supplies are not required; commercial items; and petroleum products.

52.215-15 Pension Adjustments and Asset Reversions (OCT 2004). This Clause appliesto this contract if it meets
the requirements of FAR 15.408(g).
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52.215-18 Reversion or Adjustment of Plansfor Post-Retirement Benefits (PRB) Other Than Pensions (JUL
2005). This Clause appliesto this contract if it meets the requirements of FAR 15.408(j).

52.215-19 Notification of Ownership Changes (OCT 1997). This Clause applies to this contract if it meetsthe
requirements of FAR 15.408(k).

52.219-8 Utilization of Small Business Concerns (MAY 2004).

52.219-9 Small-Business Subcontracting Plan (APR 2008).

This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $550,000 and Seller is not a small business concern.
Seller shall adopt a subcontracting plan that complies with the requirements of this clause. In addition,
Seller shall submit to Buyer Form X31162, Small and Small Disadvantaged Business and Women-
Owned Small Business Subcontracting Plan Certificate of Compliance. In accordance with paragraph
(d)(10)(iv), Seller agrees that it will submit the ISR and/or SSR using eSRS, and, in accordance with
paragraph (d)(10)(vi), Seller agrees to provide the prime contract number, its own DUNS number, and the
email address of the Government or Contractor official responsible for acknowledging or rejecting the
reports, to its subcontractors with subcontracting plans.

52.222-1 Notice to the Government of Labor Disputes (FEB 1997). Contracting Officer shall mean Buyer.

52.222-20 Walsh-Healey Public Contracts Act (DEC 1996). This clause applies only if this contract exceeds
$10,000.

52.222-21 Prohibition of Segregated Facilities (FEB 1999).

52.222-26 Equal Opportunity (M AR 2007).

52.222-35 Equal Opportunity for Special Disabled Veterans, Veterans of the Vietnam Era, and Other Eligible
Veterans (SEP 2006). This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $100,000.

52.222-36 Affirmative Action For WorkersWith Disabilities (JUN 1998). This clause applies only if this contract
exceeds $ 10,000.

52.222-37 Employment Reportson Special Disabled Veterans, Veterans of the Vietham Era, and Other
EligibleVeterans (SEP 2006). This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $100,000.

52.222-39 Notification of Employee Rights Concerning Payment of Union Dues or Fees (DEC 2004). This
clause applies only if this contract exceeds $100,000.

52.222-50 Combating Trafficking in Persons (FEB 2009). In paragraph (d), the term “ Contracting Officer” means
Buyer, and in paragraph (), the term “the Government” means Buyer.

52.225-13 Restriction on Certain Foreign Purchases (JUN 2008).

52.227-1 Authorization and Consent (DEC 2007).

52.227-2 Notice and Assistance Regar ding Patent and Copyright Infringement (DEC 2007). A copy of each
notice sent to the Government will be sent to Buyer.
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52.230-6 Administration of Cost Accounting Standards (M AR 2008). Add "Buyer and the" before "CFAQ" in
paragraph (m). This provision appliesif clause HOO1, H002, or HO04 isincluded in this contract.

52.242-15 Stop-Work Order (AUG 1989). Change "90 days" and "30 days" to "100 days" and "20 days"
respectively. The terms " Contracting Officer" and "Government" shall mean Buyer.

52.244-5 Competition in Subcontracting (DEC 1996).

52.244-6 Subcontractsfor Commercial Items (AUG 2009).

52.245-1 Government Property (DEVIATION) 2007-00012 (JUN 2007). This clause applies only if Government
property is acquired or furnished for contract performance. Per DEVIATION 2007-00012, the definition of plant
equipment is deleted, and the second sentence in the definition of real property is modified to read: "It does not include
foundations and other work necessary for installing personal property.” The Government-Owned Property article in
GP4 ishereby deleted.

52.248-1 Value Engineering (FEB 2000). Theterm "Contracting Officer" means Buyer. This clause applies only if
this contract is for $100,000 or more. If Vaue Engineering Change Proposal is accepted by the Government, Seller's
share will be 50% of the instant, concurrent and future contract net acquisition savings and collateral savings that Buyer
receives from the Government. Seller's negotiated share of the net acquisition savings and collateral savings shall not
reduce the Government's share of concurrent or future savings or collateral savings. Buyer's paymentsto Seller under
this clause are conditioned upon Buyer's receipt of authorization for such payments from the Government.

2. DoD FAR Supplement Clauses DoD Contracts. The following contract clauses are incorporated by reference from the
Department of Defense Federal Acquisition Regulation Supplement and apply to the extent indicated. In all of the following
clauses, "Contractor" and "Offeror" mean Seller except as otherwise noted.

252.203-7001 Prohibition on Persons Convicted of Fraud or Other Defense-Contract-Related Felonies (DEC
2008). This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $100,000 and is not for the purchase of commercial items or
commercial components. Except in paragraph (a), "this contract” and "the contract" mean the contract between Buyer
and Seller. In subparagraph (d)(1), delete the words "or first-tier subcontractor.” In paragraph (€), the remedies
described in subparagraphs (2) and (3) are available to Buyer, not the Government. In paragraph (f), “through the
Buyer" isinserted after "Contracting Officer." Paragraph (g) is deleted.

252.211-7003 Item Identification and Valuation (AUG 2008). Seller shall comply with the unique item
identification requirements of this clause for those subassemblies, components, and parts specified elsewhere in this
contract. Such identification and marking shall be a high-capacity 2D machine readable code to comply with the version
of MIL-STD-130, Identification M arking of U.S. Military Property, set forth elsewhere in this contract; or if not so
stated, then the Seller shall comply with M IL-STD-130 N. The code may include, as space is available, linear bar code
and human readable characters. Unless otherwise specified in Boeing product drawings or specifications, the seller may
use either Construct #1 or Construct #2. The Seller shall not be required to furnish item valuations as set forth in this
clause.

252.215-7000 Pricing Adjustments (DEC 1991). This clause appliesonly if this contract exceeds $650,000.

252.215-7004 Excessive Pass-Through Charges (M AY 2008). This clause applies unlessthis contract is (1) afirm-
fixed-price contract awarded on the basis of adequate price competition; (2) afixed-price contract with economic price
adjustment awarded on the basis of adequate price competition; (3) a firm-fixed-price contract for the acquisition of a
commercia item, or (4) afixed-price contract with economic price adjustment for the acquisition of acommercia item.
In paragraph (@), "Contractor” retainsits original meaning. In paragraph (b), "Government" and "Contracting Officer"
mean Buyer. In paragraph (c) "Contracting Officer" means Buyer. |n subparagraph (c)(2), "the proposal” means
Seller's proposal. In paragraph (d), "Government" and "Contracting Officer" mean Buyer. In paragraph (€),
"Contracting Officer" retainsits origina meaning.
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252.219-7003 Small Business Subcontracting Plan (DOD Contracts) (APR 2007). Except paragraph (g) whichis
hereby deleted.

252.225-7001 Buy American Act and Balance of Payment Program (JAN 2009).

252.225-7002 Qualifying Country Sour ces as Subcontractors (APR 2003).

252.225-7006 QUARTERLY REPORTING OF ACTUAL CONTRACT PERFORMANCE OUTSIDE THE
UNITED STATES (MAY 2007). This clause appliesonly if this contract exceeds $550,000 and is not for commercial
items, construction, ores, natural gases, utilities, petroleum products and crudes, timber (logs), or subsistence.

252.225-7012 Preference for Certain Domestic Commaodities (DEC 2008).

252.225-7013 Duty Free Entry (OCT 2006). This clause appliesif Seller islocated in a qualifying country (as defined
in DFARS Part 225.8) or if Seller islocated in any other country and the estimated U.S. duty for the deliverable items
will exceed $200 per unit. Seller shall include the prime contract number on all shipping documents submitted to
Customs for supplies for which duty-free entry is claimed pursuant to this clause. See Section 5 for the information
required by paragraph (j)(3) of this clause.

252.226-7001 Utilization of Indian Organizations and Indian-Owned Economic Enter prises--DoD Contracts
and Native Hawaiian Small Business Concer ns (SEP 2004). This clause applies only if this contract exceeds
$500,000.

252.231-7000 Supplemental Cost Principles (DEC 1991).

252.244-7000 Subcontractsfor Commercial I1tems and Commercial Components (DoD Contracts) (JAN 2009).

252.247-7023 Transportation of Suppliesby Sea (M AY 2002). This clause appliesonly if the supplies are of a
type described in paragraph (b)(2) of this clause. In paragraph (d), "45 days" is changed to "60 days." In paragraph (g)
"Government" means Buyer. If this contract is at or below $100,000, paragraphs (f) and (g) are excluded.

3. Commercial Items If goods or services being procured under this contract are commercial items and Clause H203 is set forth
in the purchase order, the foregoing Government clausesin Sections 1 and 2 above are deleted and the following FAR/DFARS
clauses areinserted in lieu thereof:

This clause applies only if this contract offers further subcontracting opportunities. If this contract exceeds
$550,000 ($1,000,000 for construction of any public facility) and Seller is not a small business concern,
Seller must include 52.219-8 in lower tier subcontracts that offer subcontracting opportunities.
