CUSTOMER CONTRACT REQUIREMENTS

The following customer contract requirements apply to this contract to the extent indicated below. If this contract is for the procurement of
commercia items under a Government prime contract, as defined in FAR Part 2.101, see Section 3 below.

1. FAR Clauses The following contract clauses are incorporated by reference from the Federal Acquisition Regulation and apply to the extent
indicated. In all of the following clauses, "Contractor" and "Offeror" mean Seller.

The Seller shall indemnify Buyer for any and all losses suffered by the Buyer due to
violations of the Act (as set forth in this clause) by Seller or its subcontractors at any tier.

52.203-10 Price or Fee Adjustment for Illegal or Improper Activity (JAN 1997). This clause applies only if this contract exceeds
$100,000. If the Government reduces Buyer's price or fee for violations of the Act by Seller or its subcontractors at any tier, Buyer
may withhold from sums owed Seller the amount of the reduction.

52.203-11 Certification and Disclosur e Regar ding Paymentsto I nfluence Certain Federal Transactions (SEP 2007). This
clause applies only if this contract exceeds $100,000.

52.203-12 Limitation on Paymentsto Influence Certain Federal Transactions (SEP 2007). This clause appliesonly if this
contract exceeds $100,000. Paragraph (g)(2) is modified to read as follows: "(g)(2) Seller will promptly submit any disclosure required
(with written notice to Boeing) directly to the PCO for the prime contract. Boeing will identify the cognizant Government PCO at
Seller's request. Each subcontractor certification will be retained in the subcontract file of the awarding contractor.”

52.203-13 Contractor Code of Business Ethics and Conduct (DEC 2008). This clause applies only if this contract isin excess of
$5,000,000 and has a period of performance of more than 120 days.

This clause applies only if this contract isin excess of $5,000,000 and is not for
acommercial item or performed entirely outside the United States. For the purposes of this clause, the United Statesis defined as the
50 states, the District of Columbia, and outlying areas.

When responding to
asolicitation, Seller/Bidder shall comply with the requirements of this clause.
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52.211-5 M aterial Requirements (AUG 2000). Any notice will be given to Buyer rather than the Contracting Officer.

This clauseis applicableif apriority rating is noted in this
contract.

52.215-2 Audit and Records - Negotiation Basic (JUN 1999), Alternate || (APR 1998) . This clause applies only if this contract
exceeds $100,000 and (i) is cost-reimbursement, incentive, time-and-materials, labor-hour, or price-redeterminable type or any
combination of these types: (ii) Seller was required to provide cost or pricing data, or (iii) Seller is required to furnish reports as
discussed in paragraph (€) of the referenced clause.

Officer." In Subparagraph (c)(2)(ii)(B), "Government" shall mean "Government or Buyer." In Paragraph (d), "United States' shall mean
"United States or Buyer."

This clause appliesonly if this
contract exceeds the threshold set forth in FAR 15.403-4 and is not otherwise exempt. "Contracting Officer" shall mean " Contracting
Officer or Buyer." In subparagraph (d)(2)(i)(A), delete "to the Contracting Officer.” In subparagraph (d)(2)(ii)(B), "Government”
means " Government" or "Buyer.” In Paragraph (€), "United States' shall mean "United States or Buyer."

Clause appliesto this contract if it meets the requirements of FAR 15.408()).

52.215-19 Notification of Ownership Changes (OCT 1997). This Clause appliesto this contract if it meets the requirements of
FAR 15.408(K).

52.215-21 Requirement for Cost or Pricing Data or Information Other Than Cost and Pricing Data - M odifications Alternate
IV (OCT 1997).

52.215-21 Requirement for Cost or Pricing Data or Information Other Than Cost and Pricing Data - M odifications (OCT
1997). This clause applies only if this contract exceeds the threshold set forth in FAR 15.403-4. The term "Contracting Officer" shall
mean Buyer.

Buyer may withhold or recover
from Seller the amount of any sums the Contracting Officer withholds or recovers from Buyer because of liabilities of Seller or its
subcontractors under this clause.

52.222-20 Walsh-Healey Public Contracts Act (DEC 1996). This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $10,000.

This
provision appliesif clause H001, HO02, or HOO4 isincluded in this contract.

52.234-1 Industrial Resour ces Developed Under Defense Production Act Titlel11 (DEC 1994).

52.242-15 Stop-Work Order (AUG 1989). Change "90 days"' and "30 days" to "100 days"' and "20 days" respectively. The terms
"Contracting Officer" and "Government" shall mean Buyer.

52.244-5 Competition in Subcontracting (DEC 1996).

52.244-6 Subcontractsfor Commercial Items (DEC 2009).

52.245-1 Government Property (DEVIATION) 2007-O0012 (JUN 2007). This clause applies only if Government property is
acquired or furnished for contract performance. Per DEVIATION 2007-00012, the definition of plant equipment is deleted, and the
second sentence in the definition of real property is modified to read: "It does not include foundations and other work necessary for
installing personal property." The Government-Owned Property article in GP4 is hereby deleted.

Hawaiian Small Business Concerns (SEP 2004). This clause appliesonly if this contract exceeds $500,000.

252.227-7013 Rights I n Technical Data -- Noncommercial [tems (NOV 1995). This clause applies only if the delivery of datais
required for noncommercial items under this contract.

252.227-7014 Rights In Noncommer cial Computer Software And Noncommercial Computer Software Documentation (JUN
1995). This clause appliesonly if the delivery of noncommercial computer software or noncommercial computer documentation may
be originated, developed or delivered under this contract.
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252.227-7015 Technical Data -- Commercial Items (NOV 1995). This clause appliesonly if the delivery of datais required for
commercial items under this contract.

252.227-7016 Rightsin Bid or Proposal Information (JUN 1995).

252.227-7019 Validation of Asserted Restrictions - Computer Software (JUN 1995). This clause applies only if computer
software may be originated, developed, or delivered under this contract.

This clause appliesonly if technical data
or computer software may be generated as part of the performance of this contract.

252.227-7030 Technical Data -- Withholding of Payment (MAR 2000). In this clause, "Government" and "Contracting Officer"
shall mean Buyer. This clause applies only if the delivery of technical datais required under this contract.

252.227-7036 Declar ation of Technical Data Confor mity (JAN 1997). This clause appliesonly if the delivery of datais required
by this contract.

252.227-7037 Validation of Restrictive Markings on Technical Data (SEP 1999). This clause appliesonly if the delivery of datais
required by this contract.

252.228-7001 Ground and Flight Risk (SEP 1996).
252.228-7005 Accident Reporting and I nvestigation Involving Aircraft, Missiles, and Space Launch Vehicles (DEC 1991).
252.231-7000 Supplemental Cost Principles (DEC 1991).

252.232-7004 DoD Progr ess Payment Rates (OCT 2001). This clause appliesif progress payments are authorized under this
contract.

252.234-7001 Notice of Earned Value Management System (APR 2008). This clause appliesonly if 252.234-7002 is applicable.

252.234-7002 Earned Value Management System (APR 2008). This clause applies only if it isindicated el sewhere in this contract
that Seller must use an earned value management system (EVMS).

252.239-7000 Protection Against Compromising Emanations (JUN 2004). This clause applies only if computer equipment or
systems that will be used to process classified information will be delivered under this contract.

252.243-7001 Pricing of Contract Modifications (DEC 1991).
252.244-7000 Subcontracts for Commercial I1temsand Commer cial Components (DoD Contracts) (AUG 2009).

252.246-7003 Notification of Potential Safety |ssues (JAN 2007).
Thisclause gppliesonly if this subcontract isfor (i) partsidentified as critical safety items; (ii) systlemsand
subsystems, assemblies and subassembliesintegrd to a system; or (jii) repair, maintenance, logidics
support, or overhaul servicesfor systems and subsystems, assemblies, subassemblies and partsintegra
to asystem. The notification required by paragraph (c) of this clause will be provided to Buyer and to
the adminidrative contracting officer (ACO) and the procuring contracting officer (PCO) if Sdler is
aware of the ACO and PCO for the prime contract.

252.247-7023 Transportation of Suppliesby Sea (MAY 2002). This clause appliesonly if the supplies are of atype described in
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paragraph (b)(2) of this clause. In paragraph (d), "45 days" is changed to "60 days." In paragraph (g) "Government” means Buyer. If
this contract is at or below $100,000, paragraphs (f) and (g) are excluded.

252.247-7024 Notification of Transportation of Suppliesby Sea (MAR 2000). Contracting Officer and, in the first sentence of
paragraph (a), Contractor mean Buyer. This clause applies only if the supplies being transported are noncommercial items or
commercia itemsthat (i) Seller isreselling or distributing to the Government without adding value (generally, Seller does not add value
to itemsthat it contracts for f.0.b. destination shipment); (ii) are shipped in direct support of U.S. military contingency operations,
exercises, or forces deployed in humanitarian or peacekeeping operations; or (iii) are commissary or exchange cargoes transported
outside the Defense Transportation System in accordance with 10 U.S.C. 2643.

252.249-7002 Natification Of Anticipated Contract Termination Or Reduction (DEC 2006). This clause applies only if this
contact is $550,000 or more. Seller will comply with the notice and flowdown requirements of paragraph (d)(2) of the referenced clause.

252.219-7003 SMALL BUSINESS SUBCONTRACTING PLAN (DOD CONTRACTS) (DEVIATION) (APR 2007).

This clause supplements either Federal Acquisition Regulation clause 52.219-9 Small Business Subcontracting Plan, or clause 52.219-9

(b) Except for company or division-wide commercial items subcontracting plans, the term "small

disadvantaged business," includes historically black colleges and universities and minority institutions, in addition to small
disadvantaged business concerns.

(c) Work under the contract or its subcontracts shall be credited toward meeting the small
disadvantaged business concern goal when:

(1) Itis performed on Indian lands or in joint venture with an Indian tribe or a triballyowned
corporation, and

(2) It meets the requirements of 10 U.S.C. 2323a.

(d) Subcontracts awarded to workshops approved by the Committee for Purchase from People Who are Blind or Severely Disabled (41
U.S.C. 46-48), may be counted toward the Contractor's small business subcontracting goal.

(e) A mentor firm, under the Pilot Mentor-Protege Program established under Section 831 of Pub. L. 101-510, as amended, may count
toward its small disadvantaged business goal, subcontracts awarded to--

(f) The master plan is approved by the contractor's cognizant contract administration activity.
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(g) In those subcontracting plans which specifically identify small businesses, the Contractor shall notify the Administrative
Contracting Officer (ACO) of any substitutions of firms that are not small business firms, for the small business firms specifically
identified in the subcontracting plan. Notifications shall be in writing and shall occur within areasonable period of time after award of
the subcontract.

Contractor-specified formats shall be acceptable.
