The following customer contract requirements apply to this contract to the extent indicated below. If this contract is for the procurement of
commercia items under a Government prime contract, as defined in FAR Part 2.101, see Section 3 below.

1. FAR Clauses Thefollowing contract clauses are incorporated by reference from the Federal Acquisition Regulation and apply to the extent
indicated. In all of the following clauses, "Contractor" and "Offeror" mean Seller.

This clause appliesto
this contract if the Seller, its employees, officers, directors or agents participated personally and substantially in any part of the
preparation of a proposal for this contract. The Seller shall indemnify Buyer for any and all losses suffered by the Buyer due to
violations of the Act (as set forth in this clause) by Seller or its subcontractors at any tier.

52.203-10 Price or Fee Adjustment for Illegal or Improper Activity (JAN 1997).

This clause applies only if this contract exceeds (i) $100,000 if included in Buyer's customer RFP or customer contract issued before
October 1, 2010 or (ii) $150,000 if included in Buyer's customer RFP issued on or after October 1, 2010, or if the prime contract was
issued prior to October 1, 2010 but was amended after October 1, 2010 to increase the Simplified Acquisition Threshold.If the
Government reduces Buyer's price or fee for violations of the Act by Seller or its subcontractors at any tier, Buyer may withhold from
sums owed Seller the amount of the reduction.

52.203-11 Certification and Disclosur e Regar ding Paymentsto Influence Certain Federal Transactions (SEP 2007).

This clause applies only if this contract exceeds (i) $100,000 if included in Buyer's customer RFP or customer contract issued before
October 1, 2010 or (ii) $150,000 if included in Buyer's customer RFP issued on or after October 1, 2010, or if the prime contract was
issued prior to October 1, 2010 but was amended after October 1, 2010 to increase the Simplified Acquisition Threshold.

52.203-12 Limitation on Paymentsto Influence Certain Federal Transactions (OCT 2010). Thisclause appliesonly if this
contract exceeds $150,000. Paragraph (g)(2) is modified to read as follows: "(g)(2) Seller will promptly submit any disclosure required
(with written notice to Boeing) directly to the PCO for the prime contract. Boeing will identify the cognizant Government PCO at
Seller's request. Each subcontractor certification will be retained in the subcontract file of the awarding contractor.”

52.203-13 Contractor Code of Business Ethics and Conduct (APR 2010). This clause appliesonly if this contract isin excess of
$5,000,000 and has a period of performance of more than 120 days.

This clause applies only if this contract isin excess of $5,000,000 and is not for
acommercia item or performed entirely outside the United States. For the purposes of this clause, the United Statesis defined as the
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50 states, the District of Columbia, and outlying areas.

52.204-2 Security Requirements (AUG 1996). Changes clause means the changes clause of this contract. This clause appliesonly if
access to classified material isrequired.

52.204-7 Central Contractor Registration (APR 2008).

"Government" means Government except as otherwise stated herein. In paragraph (@) in the definition of Central Contractor
Registration (CCR), "Government" means Government the first time it is used; "Government" means Buyer the second timeit is used.
In paragraph (a) in the definition of Data Universal Numbering System+4 (DUNS+4) number, establishing the 4-character suffix will
not assist EFT from Buyer to Seller. In subparagraph (b)(2), "Contracting Officer" means Buyer. In the second sentencein
subparagraph (c)( 1) (ii), delete "for" and insert "under" in lieu thereof. In paragraph (d), " Contracting Officer" means Buyer. In
paragraph (f), "Government’s' means "Buyer’'s." Paragraph (g) is deleted.

52.204-10 Reporting Executive Compensation And First-Tier Subcontract Awards (JUL 2010).
Delete al paragraphs except (b). Contractor means Buyer in paragraph (b). The "required information" in paragraph (b) that will be
made public includes the information required as set forth in the deleted paragraphs.

52.209-6 Protecting the Government's I nterests When Subcontracting With Contractors Debarred, Suspended or Proposed
for Debarment (DEC 2010). This clause applies to contracts that exceed $30,000 and is not a contract or subcontract for
commercially available off-the-shelf items. " Contracting Officer" means "Buyer." Seller shall disclose to Buyer, in writing, whether as of
the time of Buyer's offered contract herein, Seller or its principals, is or is not debarred, suspended or proposed for debarment by the
Federal Government.

52.211-5 M aterial Requirements (AUG 2000). Any notice will be given to Buyer rather than the Contracting Officer.

52.211-15 Defense Priority and Allocation Requirements (APR 2008). This clauseisapplicableif apriority rating is noted in this
contract.

This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $150,000 and (i) is cost-
reimbursement, incentive, time-and-materials, labor-hour, or price-redeterminable type or any combination of these types; (ii) Seller
was required to provide cost or pricing data, or (iii) Seller is required to furnish reports as discussed in paragraph (e) of the referenced
clause.

52.222-26 Equal Opportunity (M AR 2007).

52.222-35 Equal Opportunity for Veterans. (SEP 2010). This clause applies only if this contract is $100,000 or more.

52.222-36 Affirmative Action For WorkersWith Disabilities (OCT 2010). Thisclause appliesonly if this contract exceeds
$15,000.

52.222-37 Employment Reportson Veterans (SEP 2010). This clause appliesif this contract is $100,000 or more.

52.244-6 Subcontracts for Commercial Items (DEC 2010).

52.245-1 Government Property (AUG 2010).

This clause applies only if Government property is acquired or furnished for contract performance. "Government" shall mean
Government throughout except the first time it appears in paragraph (g)(1) when "Government" shall mean the Government or the
Buyer. Paragraph (h)(1) is deleted and replaced by the following: “ Seller assumes the risk of, and shall be responsible for, any loss,
damage, destruction, or theft of Government property upon its delivery to Seller as Government-furnished property. However, Seller is
not responsible for reasonable wear and tear to Government Property or for Government property properly consumed in performing
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this contract.” If the contract incorporates Boeing General Provision GP4, the Government-Owned Property article in GP4 is hereby
deleted.

In paragraph (f), "through the Buyer" is inserted
after "Contracting Officer." Paragraph (g) is deleted.

252.204-7000 Disclosur e of Information (DEC 1991). Seller will submit requests for authorization to release through Buyer. Seller
shall submit written requests to Buyer a minimum of 60 days prior to proposed date of release.

252.225-7001 Buy American Act and Balance of Payments Program (JAN 2009).

252.225-7006 QUARTERLY REPORTING OF ACTUAL CONTRACT PERFORMANCE OUTSIDE THE UNITED STATES
(OCT 2010). In subparagraph (b), "within 10 days after" is replaced by "10 days prior to." In subparagraph (d), "Deputy Directo of
Defense Procurement and Acquisition Policy” means "Buyer." In (€)(2), "from the Contracting Officer" is deleted.

252.225-7008 Restriction on Acquisition of Specialty Metals (JUL 2009). This clause appliesif the contract exceeds $150,000.
252.225-7009 Restriction on Acquisition of Certain Articles Containing Specialty Metals (JAN 2011).
252.225-7012 Preference for Certain Domestic Commodities (JUN 2010).

252.225-7013 Duty Free Entry (DEC 2009). Thisclause appliesif Seller islocated in a qualifying country (as defined in DFARS Part
225.8) or if Seller islocated in any other country and the estimated U.S. duty for the deliverable items will exceed $200 per unit. Seller
shall include the prime contract number on al shipping documents submitted to Customs for supplies for which duty-free entry is
claimed pursuant to this clause. See Section 5 for the information required by paragraph (j)(3) of this clause.

(8) Foreign representative is anyone, regardless of nationdity or citizenship, acting as an agent,
representative, officid, or employee of aforeign government, aforeign-owned or influenced firm,
corporation, or person; and

(C) Foreign sources are those sources (vendors, subcontractors, and suppliers) owned and controlled
by aforeign person.

(2 Sdler shdl place aclause in subcontracts containing appropriate export control restrictions, set forth in
thisclause.

(3 Nothing in this clause waives any requirement imposed by any other U.S. Government agency with
respect to employment of foreign nationas or export-controlled data and information.

(4) Equipment and technical data generated or delivered in the performance of this contract are controlled by the Internationa Trafficin
Arms Regulation (ITAR), 22 CFR Sections 121 through 128. An export licenseis required before assigning any foreign source to
perform work under this contract or before granting access to foreign persons to any equipment and technical data generated or
delivered during performance (see 22 CFR Section 125). Seller shall notify Buyer and obtain the written approval of Buyer prior to
assigning or granting access to any work, equipment, or technical data generated or delivered in the performance of this contract to
foreign persons or their representatives. This notification shall include the name and country of origin of the foreign person or
representative, the specific work, equipment, or data to which the person will have access, and whether the foreign person is cleared to
have access to technical data (DoD 5220.22-M, National Industrial Security Program Operating M anual (NISPOM )).
