CUSTOMER CONTRACT REQUIREMENTS

The following customer contract requirements apply to this contract to the extent indicated below. If this contract is for the procurement of
commercia items under a Government prime contract, as defined in FAR Part 2.101, see Section 3 below.

Seller shall disclose to Buyer, in writing, whether as of
the time of Buyer's offered contract herein, Seller or its principals, is or is not debarred, suspended or proposed for debarment by the
Federal Government.

To request approval for use of Non-U.S. Citizens in performance of this contract, the contractor must provide by letter addressed to
the Contracting Officer the following:

52.208-4700 Wood Packing M aterials Requirements (JUL 2007).
(This clause applies only if this contract involves wood packaging materials.)

A. Wood packaging material (WPM) means wood pallets, skids, load boards, pallet collars, wooden boxes, reels, dunnage, crates, frame
and cleats. The definition excludes materials that have undergone a manufacturing process, such as corrugated fiberboard, plywood,
particleboard, veneer, and oriented strand board (OSD).

B. All Wood Packaging Material (WPM)) acquired by DOD must meet requirements of International Standards for Phytosanitary
Measures (ISPM) 15, "Guidelines for Regulating Wood Packaging Materials International Trade." DOD shipments inside and ouside of
the United States must meet | SPM 15 whenever WPM is used to ship DOD cargo.

(1) All WPM shall comply with the official quality control program for heat treatment (HT) or kiln dried heat treatment
(KDHT) in accordance with American Lumber Standard Committee, incorporated (AL SC) Wood Packaging Material Program and
WPM Enforcement Regulations (see http://www.al sc.org/).

(2) All WPM shall include certification/quality markings in accordance with the AL SC standard. Marking shall be placed in an
unobstructed areathat will be readily visible to inspectors. Pallet markings shall be applied to the stringer or block on diagonally
opposite sides of the pallet and be contrasting and clearly visible. All containers shall be marked on a side other than the top or bottom,
contrasting and clearly visible. All dunnage used in configuring and/or securing the load shall also comply with ISPM 15 and be marked
with an ALSC approved DUNNAGE stamp.

C. Failure to comply with the requirements of this restriction may result in refusal, destruction, or treatment of entry. The Agency
reserves the right to recoup from the Contractor any remediation costs incurred by the Government.

D. Replacement Preservative for Pentachlorophenol

If packaging requirements of this contract specify the use of wood products and a preservative is required, Pentachlorophenol,
commonly referred to as "Penta" or "PCP" is prohibited. Replacement preservatives are 2 percent copper haphthenate, 3 percent zinc
naphthenate or 1.8 percent copper 8 quinolinolate.

(1) Heat Treatment: Boxes/pallets and any wood used as inner packaging made of non-manufactured wood shall be heat-treated.
All non-manufactured wood used in packaging shall be heat treated to a core temperature of 56 degrees Celsius for aminimum of 30
minutes. The box/pallet manufacturer and the manufacturer of wood used asinner packaging shall be affiliated with an inspection
agency accredited by the board of review of the American Lumber Standard Committee. The box/pallet manufacturer and the
manufacturer of wood used asinner packaging shall ensure traceability to the origina source of heat treatment.

(2) Marking: Each box/pallet shal be marked to show the conformance to the International Plant
Protection Convention Standard. The quality mark shall be placed on both ends of the outter packaging,
between the end cleats or end battens: on two sides of the pallet. Foreign manufacturers shall have the heat
treatment of non-manufactured wood process verified in accordance with their Nationa Plant Protection
Organization's compliance program. In addition, wood used as dunnage for blocking and bracing shdl be
ordered with AL SC certified marking for dunnage or the markings may be applied locdly at two foot
intervals.
