CUSTOMER CONTRACT REQUIREMENTS
The following customer contract requirements apply to this contract to the extent indicated below.

1. FAR Clauses The following contract clauses are incorporated by reference from the Federal Acquisition Regulation and apply to the extent
indicated. In all of the following clauses, "Contractor" and "Offeror" mean Seller.

52.204-9 Personal | dentity Verification of Contractor Personnel. (JAN 2011). This clause appliesonly if performance under this
contract requires Seller to have routine physical access to a Federally-controlled facility and/or routine access to a Federally-controlled
information system.

52.204-10 Reporting Executive Compensation And First-Tier Subcontract Awards (JUN 2020). Delete al paragraphs and replace
with the following: "If Seller meets the executive compensation reporting requirements of 52.204-10, Seller shall provide the required
executive compensation information by maintaining an active registration in the U.S. government System for Award Management
(SAM) in accordance with 52.204-7. The required information of 52.204-10 will be made public."

52.204-23 Prohibition on Contracting for Hardwar e, Softwar e, and Services Developed or Provided by Kaspersky Lab and
Other Covered Entities (JUL 2018). In paragraph (c)(1), the term "Government” means "Government or Buyer" and the term
"Contracting Officer" means "Buyer." All reporting required by paragraph (c) shall be reported through Buyer. Seller shall report the
information in paragraph (c)(2) to Buyer.

52.204-25 Prohibition on Contracting for Certain Telecommunications and Video Surveillance Servicesor Equipment (AUG
2020). Paragraph (b) is deleted and replaced with the following: “ Seller is prohibited from providing Buyer with covered
telecommuni cations equipment or services, or with any equipment, systems, or services that use covered equipment or services
regardless of whether that useisin performance of work under aU.S. Government contract.” Paragraph (c) isdeleted in its entirety.
Paragraph (d)(1) is deleted and replaced with the following: "In the event Seller identifies covered telecommunications equipment or
services provided to Buyer during contract performance, or Seller is notified of such by a subcontractor at any tier or any other source,
Seller shall report the information in paragraph (d)(2) of this clause via email to Buyer's Authorized Procurement Representative, with
the required information in the body of the email.”

52.215-11 Price Reduction for Defective Certified Cost or Pricing Data -- Modifications (JUN 2020). This clause appliesif there
is modification to the contract involving a pricing adjustment expected to exceed the threshold for submission of certified cost or pricing
datain FAR 15.403-4 (a)(1) on the date of execution of the modification, except the clause does not apply to any modification if an
exception under FAR 15.403-1(b) applies. "Contracting Officer" shall mean "Contracting Officer or Buyer." In subparagraph
(d)(2)(i)(A), delete "to the Contracting Officer." In subparagraph (d)(2)(ii)(B), "Government" means "Government" or "Buyer." In
Paragraph (€), "United States' shall mean "United States or Buyer."

52.215-13 Subcontractor Certified Cost or Pricing Data -- M odifications (JUN 2020). This clause applies if this contract exceeds
the threshold for submission of certified cost or pricing datain FAR 15.403-4(a)(1) on the date of agreement on price or the date of
award, whichever islater. The certificate required by paragraph (c) of the referenced clause shall be modified as follows: delete "to the
Contracting Officer or the Contracting Officer's representative” and substitute in lieu thereof "to The Boeing Company or The Boeing
Company's representative (including data submitted, when applicable, to an authorized representative of the U.S. Government).”

52.215-15 Pension Adjustments and Asset Reversions (OCT 2010). This clause applies to this contract if it meets the requirements
of FAR 15.408(g).

52.215-18 Reversion or Adjustment of Plansfor Post-Retirement Benefits (PRB) Other Than Pensions (JUL 2005). This
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clause applies to this contract if it meets the requirements of FAR 15.408(j).

52.215-19 Notification of Ownership Changes (OCT 1997). This clause appliesto this contract if it meets the requirements of FAR
15.408(K).

52.219-9 Small-Business Subcontracting Plan (JUN 2020). This clause applies if this contract exceeds the applicable threshold
specified in FAR 19.702(a) on the date of subcontract award and Seller is not a small business concern. Seller shall adopt a
subcontracting plan that complies with the requirements of this clause. In addition, Seller shall submit to Buyer Form X31162, Small
Business Subcontracting Plan Certificate of Compliance. In accordance with paragraph (d)(10) (v), Seller agreesthat it will submit the
ISR and/or SSR using eSRS, and, in accordance with paragraph (d)(10)(vii), Seller agrees to provide the prime contract number, its own
unique entity identifier, and the email address of Seller's official responsible for acknowledging or rejecting the ISRs, to its
subcontractors with subcontracting plans. In accordance with paragraph (d)(210)(vi), the following information is provided: (1) the prime
contract number is_Prop S-UU_, (2) Buyer's unique entity identifier is , and the email address of Buyer's official
responsible for acknowledging receipt of or regjecting ISRsis (contact Buyer's Authorized Procurement Representative.)

52.222-4 Contract Work Hours and Safety Standar ds-Overtime Compensation (MAY 2018). Buyer may withhold or recover
from Seller the amount of any sums the Contracting Officer withholds or recovers from Buyer because of liabilities of Seller or its
subcontractors under this clause.

52.222-62 Paid Sick Leave Under Executive Order 13706 (JAN 2017). Thisclause appliesif the Contract is subject to the Service
Contract Labor Standards statute or the Wage Rate Requirements (Construction) statute, and are to be performed in whole or in part in
the United States.

52.223-11 Ozone-Depleting Substances and High Global Warming Potential Hydr ofluor ocar bons (JUN 2016). Seller shall
submit the information required by paragraph (c) (1) annually to Buyer by October 15th during each year of contract performance, and
at the end of contract performance.

52.223-12 Maintenance, Service, Repair, or Disposal of Refrigeration Equipment and Air Conditioners. (JUN 2016). Seller
shall submit the information required by paragraph (d)(1) to Buyer no later than October 15th of each year during contract
performance, and at the end of contract performance.

52.225-3 Buy American Act-Free Trade Agreements-Israeli-Trade Act (MAY 2014). “Contracting Officer” means Buyer in
paragraph (b). In paragraph (c), the phrase "in the provision entitled '‘Buy American Act--Free Trade Agreements--Israeli Trade Act
Certificate™ is deleted.

52.227-10 Filing of Patent Applications - Classified Subject Matter (DEC 2007).

52.237-2 Protection of Government Buildings, Equipment, and Vegetation (APR 1984). This clause applies only if work will be
performed on a Government installation. " Contracting Officer" shall mean Buyer.

2. DoD FAR Supplement Clauses DoD Contracts. The following contract clauses are incorporated by reference from the Department of
Defense Federal Acquisition Regulation Supplement and apply to the extent indicated. In al of the following clauses, "Contractor" and " Offeror"
mean Seller except as otherwise noted.

252.209-7009 Organizational Conflict of Interest — Major Defense Acquisition Program (MAY 2019).
This clause appliesif the Contract is for the performance of systems engineering and technical assistance for amajor defense acquisition
program or a pre-major defense acquisition program. The term “Government” means Buyer.

252.223-7006 Prohibition on Storage, Treatment, And Disposal of Toxic Or Hazardous Materials (SEP 2014). This clause
appliesif the contract requires, may require, or permits Seller accessto aDoD installation. Seller shall include this clause in any of their
subcontracts.

252.225-7008 Restriction on Acquisition of Specialty Metals (MAR 2013). This clause appliesif the contract exceeds $150,000.
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252.225-7047 Exports by Approved Community Membersin Performance of the Contract. (JUN 2013). If Seller’ swork under
this contract requires export or transfer of qualifying defense articlesin connection with deliveries under this contract, Seller is
permitted but not required to use the DTC Treaties for such exports or transfers upon notice to and determination by Buyer's
Authorized Procurement Representative’ s that such articles are not intended to be excluded from the Treaty. In any event, Seller shall
comply with requirement of this clause.

252.227-7015 Technical Data -- Commercial Items (FEB 2014). This clause applies whenever any technical datarelated to
commercial itemsis developed in any part at private expense and will be obtained from Seller or its subcontractors for delivery to the
Government.

252.227-7019 Validation of Asserted Restrictions - Computer Software (SEP 2016).

252.227-7026 Deferred Delivery of Technical Data or Computer Software (APR 1988). This clause applies only if the delivery of
dataisrequired or if computer software may be originated, devel oped or delivered under this contract.

252.227-7030 Technical Data -- Withholding of Payment (MAR 2000). In this clause, "Government" and " Contracting Officer"
shall mean Buyer. This clause applies only if the delivery of technical datais required under this contract.

252.239-7000 Protection Against Compromising Emanations (JUN 2004). This clause applies only if computer equipment or
systems that will be used to process classified information will be delivered under this contract.

252.239-7018 Supply Chain Risk (FEB 2019). Thisclause appliesto all contracts involving the development or delivery of any
information technology, whether acquired as a service or as asupply. "Government" shall mean "Government or Buyer".

252.246-7001 Warranty of Data-Basic (MAR 2014). The warranty period in paragraph (b) is three years from the Government's
acceptance of the final items of data under this contract. "Government” and "Contracting Officer" shall mean Buyer.

252.246-7003 Notification of Potential Safety | ssues (JUN 2013). This clause applies only if this subcontract isfor: (i) parts
identified as critical safety items; (ii) systems and subsystems, assemblies and subassemblies integral to a system; or (iii) repair,
maintenance, logistics support, or overhaul services for systems and subsystems, assemblies, subassemblies and partsintegral to a
system. The notification required by paragraph (c) of this clause will be provided to Buyer and to the administrative contracting officer
(ACO) and the procuring contracting officer (PCO) if Seller is aware of the ACO and PCO for the prime contract.

252.246-7007 Contractor Counterfeit Electronic Part Detection and Avoidance System (AUG 2016). Thisclause appliesto
contracts for electronic parts or assemblies containing electronic parts or for contracts for the performance of authentication testing.
The term "Contractor" means "Buyer” in the first sentence. In paragraph (c)(6), "Contracting Officer" means "Buyer."

252.246-7008 Sour ces of Electronic Parts (MAY 2018). Thisclause appliesif the Contract is for electronic parts or assemblies
containing electronics parts, unless Seller isthe origina manufacturer of the electronic parts. The term “ Contractor” means Seller and
the term “ subcontractor” means Seller’ s lower-tier suppliers. In paragraph (b)(3)(ii)(A), the term “ Contracting Officer” means
“Buyer’s Authorized Procurement Representative.” Seller’s notification shall include, at aminimum, identification of the electronic
parts being procured, identification of Seller’slower-tier supplier providing such electronic parts, Seller’ s rationale on acceptability of
procuring such parts (including risk mitigation), and identification of the product using such parts (by lot or serial numbers).

252.247-7003 Pass-Through of Motor Carrier Fuel Surcharge Adjustment to the Cost Bearer (JUN 2013).
This clause appliesif this contract is with a motor carrier, broker, or freight forwarder.

252.247-7023 Transportation of Supplies by Sea-Basic (FEB 2019). This clause appliesif this contract isfor suppliesthat are of a
type described in paragraph (b)(2) of this clause. In paragraph (d), "45 days" is changed to "60 days." If this contract exceeds the
simplified acquisition threshold, paragraphs (a)-(h) apply. In paragraph (g) "Government" means Buyer. If this contract isat or below
the simplified acquisition threshold, paragraphs (f) and (g) are excluded.
