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IDENTIFICATION OF PERISHABLE/HAZARDOUS MATERIAL

Seller shall label all material identified by McDonnell Douglas Corporation (MDC) as
perishable and/or hazardous in Douglas Process Material (DPM) or Douglas Material
Specification (DMS) descriptions in accordance with this clause.

Each container or item of hazardous/perishable material must have a label affixed to it
before shipment to any MDC facility. Where a container includes more than one item,
labels must be affixed to both the container and each item within the container. Each
label shall contain all of the following information:

1. MDC’s full part number (as reflected on the order issued to Seller).

2. Manufacturer’s full part number.

3. Shelf life of material (must be consistent with appropriate DPM).

4, Manufacturer’s batch number (if any)

5. Date of expiration (if any)

6. Temperature for storage (must be consistent with appropriate DPM).

The label used by Seller shall be Form DAC 02-0502, Perishable Material Label, unless
an equivalent label is approved in writing by MDC Quality. Material which is not

properly labeled in accordance with this clause may be returned at Seller’s expense upon
receipt or otherwise rejected as nonconforming goods.
