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SELLER’S NOTIFICATION OF ESCAPEMENT (NOE)

When a nonconformance is determined to exist or is suspected to exist on goods and/or services
already provided to Buyer under Contract, Seller shall provide notice within Buyer's Supplier
Quality supplier data system.

Seller shall provide the NoE Submittal utilizing the Buyer’s Supplier Quality supplier data system
within three (3) business days of when the nonconformance was determined. If multiple programs
are impacted, one NoE per program is required to be submitted. For submittals that are returned
/ rejected back to the Seller, the Seller shall resubmit updated information within three (3) business
days.

If the nonconformance affects safety of flight or is mission critical; Seller shall immediately provide
the NoE Submittal and all required information within Buyer's Supplier Quality supplier data
system.
