Seller agrees to hold Buyer harmless from, defend Buyer against,
and indemnify Buyer for all costs, expenses, and offsets Buyer may incur as a consequence of violations of this
clause by Seller or by Seller's subcontractors or suppliers. The rights and obligations set forth in this clause
shall survive completion of, final payment under, or termination of, this order.

Seller shall reimburse the Buyer any
amount by which this contract is determined by the Government to have been overpriced because of Seller's or
Seller's subcontractor's failure to comply with such provisions plus any interest, fines or other penalties
imposed upon the Buyer as a result of the Seller's or the Seller's subcontractor's defective pricing.
