However, if the Contractor cannot effect such repairs within the time required,
the Contractor shall dispose of the property as directed by the Buyer. When any property for which
the Government is responsible is replaced or repaired, the Buyer shall make an equitable adjustment
in accordance with paragraph (h) of this clause.

(4) The Contractor represents that the contract price does not include any amount for repairs or
replacement for which the Government is responsible. Repair or replacement of property for which
the Contractor is responsible shall be accomplished by the Contractor at its own expense.

(f) Access. The Government and all its designees shall have access at all reasonable times to the premises in
which any Government property is located for the purpose of inspecting the Government property.

The right to an equitable adjustment shall be the
Contractor’s exclusive remedy. The Government nor the Buyer shall not be liable to suit for breach of contract for

(1) Any delay in delivery of Government — furnished property;

(2) Delivery of Government — furnished property in a condition not suitable for its intended use;
(3) A decrease in or substitution of Government — furnished property; or

(4) Failure to repair or replace Government property for which the Government is responsible.

(i) Final accounting and disposition of Government property. Upon completing this contract, or at such earlier
dtes as may be fixed by the Buyer, the contractor shall submit, in a form acceptable to the Buyer, inventory
schedules covering all items of Government property (including any resulting scrap) not consumed in performing
this contract or delivered to the Government. The Contractor shall prepare for shipment, deliver f.o.b. origin, or
dispose of the Government property as may be directed or authorized by the Buyer. The net proceeds of any
;such disposal shall be credited to the contract price or shall be paid to the Government as the Buyer directs.

(i) Abandonment and restoration of Contractor's premises. Unless otherwise provided herein, the Government
and the Buyer —

(1) May abandon any Government property in place, at which time all obligations of the Government and
the Buyer regarding such abandoned property shall cease; and
