If a defense priority rating is identified on the face of this
contract, this is a rated order certified for national defense use and the Seller shall follow all the
requirements of the Defense Priorities and Allocations Systems Regulation (15 CFR Part 700),
including accepting or rejecting this contract in writing within fifteen (15) working days after
receipt of DO rated or ten (10) days after receipt if DX rated. If rejected, the reason(s) for such
rejection shall be included in the notice to the Buyer.

ANTI-KICKBACK PROCEDURES. Seller agrees to abide by the Anti-Kickback Act of 1986 (41

Seller shall reimburse the Buyer any amount by which this contract is
determined by the Government to have been overpriced because of Seller's or Seller's
subcontractor's failure to comply with such provisions plus any interest, fines or other penalties
imposed upon the Buyer as a result of the Seller's or the Seller's subcontractor's defective
pricing.
