1. The following contract clauses are incorporated by reference from the Federal Acquisition Regulation and apply to the
extent indicated. In all of the following clauses, “Contractor” and “Offeror” mean Seller.

“price or cost." In Paragraph (c), "Contracting Officer" shall mean "Contracting Officer or Buyer." In Paragraphs (c)(1),
(c)(1)(ii), and (c)(2)(i), "Contracting Officer" shall mean "Contracting Officer or Buyer." In Subparagraph (c)(2)(i)(A),
delete "to the Contracting Officer." In Subparagraph (c)(2)(ii)(B), "Government" shall mean "Government or Buyer." In
Paragraph (d), "United States" shall mean "United States or Buyer."
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52.215-12 Subcontractor Cost or Pricing Data (OCT 1997). This clause applies only if this contract exceeds

This clause applies only if the supplies being transported are
noncommercial items or commercial items that (i) Seller is reselling or distributing to the Government without adding
value (generally, Seller does not add value to items that it contracts for f.0.b. destination shipment); (ii) are shipped in
direct support of U.S. military contingency operations, exercises, or forces deployed in humanitarian or peacekeeping
operations; or (iii) are commissary or exchange cargoes transported outside the Defense Transportation System in
accordance with 10 U.S.C. 2643.

Seller shall provide immediate notice to Buyer in the event of being suspended, debarred or declared ineligible by
any Department or other Federal Agency, or upon receipt of a notice of proposed debarment from any DoD
Agency, during the performance of this Contract.

D. ELIMINATION OF USE OF CLASS | OZONE DEPLETING SUBSTANCES (ODS)

(1) It is Air Force policy to preserve mission readiness while minimizing dependency on Class | Ozone Depleting
Substances (ODS), and their release into the environment, to help protect the Earth’s stratospheric ozone layer.
(2) Unless a specific waiver has been authorized, Air Force procurements:

(4) The Air Force has reviewed the requirements specified in this contract to reflect this policy. Where considered
essential, specific approval has been obtained to require use of the following substances: NONE.

(5) To assist the Air Force in implementing this policy, Seller is required to notify Buyer if any Class | ODS not
specifically listed above is required in the performance of this contract.
