If Form GP1 is applicable to this procurement, this Attachment constitutes the Government clauses contemplated by
Article 29. If Form GP2 is applicable to this procurement, this Attachment constitutes the Government clauses
contemplated by Article 28. If Form GP3 is applicable to this procurement, this Attachment constitutes the
Government clauses contemplated by Article 41. If Form GP4 is applicable to this procurement, this Attachment
constitutes the Government clauses contemplated by Article 31. If this contract is for the procurement of commercial
items, as defined in FAR Part 2.101, see Section 3 below.

1. The following contract clauses are incorporated by reference from the Federal Acquisition Regulation and apply to the
extent indicated. In all of the following clauses, “Contractor” and “Offeror” mean Seller.

52.203-6 Restrictions on Subcontractor Sales to the Government (JUL 1995). This clause applies only if this contract
exceeds $100,000.

52.203-7 Anti-Kickback Procedures (excluding subparagraph (c)(1)) (JUL 1995). Buyer may withhold sums owed
Seller the amount of any kickback paid by Seller or its subcontractors at any tier if (a) the Contracting Officer so
directs, or (b) the Contracting Officer has offset the amount of such kickback against money owed Buyer under the
prime contract. This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $100,000.

The Seller shall indemnify Buyer for any and
all losses suffered by the Buyer due to violations of the Act (as set forth in this clause) by Seller or its subcontractors
at any tier.

Each subcontractor certification will be retained in the subcontract
file of the awarding contractor.

This
clause applies only if access to classified material is required.

52.211-5 New Material (AUG 2000). Any notice will be given to Buyer rather than the Contracting Officer.

52.211-15 Defense Priority and Allocation Requirements (SEP 1990). This clause is applicable if a priority rating is
noted in this contract.

52.215-2 Audit and Records - Negotiation (JUN 1999). This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $100,000 and
(i) is cost-reimbursement, incentive, time-and-materials, labor-hour, or price-redeterminable type or any combination
of these types: (ii) Seller was required to provide cost or pricing data, or (iii) Seller is required to furnish reports as
discussed in paragraph (e) of the referenced clause.
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52.215-14 Integrity of Unit Prices (excluding subparagraph (b)) (OCT 1997). This clause applies except for contracts
at or below $100,000; construction or architect-engineer services under FAR Part 36; utility services under FAR Part
41; services where supplies are not required; commercial items; and petroleum products.

The terms “Contracting Officer” and “Government” shall mean Buyer.

52.247-67 Submission of Commercial Transportation Bills to the General Services Administration for Audit (JUN

Paragraph (g) is deleted and "Contracting Officer" shall mean Contracting
Officer.

252.204-7000 Disclosure of Information (DEC 1991). Seller will submit requests for authorization to release through

Buyer.

252.211-7003 Item Identification and Valuation (JAN 2004). Seller shall comply with the unique item identification
requirements of this clause for those subassemblies, components, and parts specified elsewhere in this contract.
Such identification and marking shall be a high-capacity 2D machine readable code to comply with MIL-STD-130 L.
The code may include, as space is available, linear bar code and human readable characters. Unless otherwise
specified in Boeing product drawings or specifications, the seller may use either Construct #1 or Construct #2. The
Seller shall not be required to furnish item valuations as set forth in this clause.

252.215-7000 Pricing Adjustments (DEC 1991). This clause applies only if this contract exceeds $500,000.
252.225-7001 Buy American Act and Balance of Payment Program. (APR 2003)

252.225-7002 Qualifying Country Sources as Subcontractors (APR 2003)

252.225-7004 Reporting of Contract Performance Outside the United States (APR 2003). This clause applies only if

This clause applies only if the supplies being transported are
noncommercial items or commercial items that (i) Seller is reselling or distributing to the Government without adding
value (generally, Seller does not add value to items that it contracts for f.0.b. destination shipment); (ii) are shipped in
direct support of U.S. military contingency operations, exercises, or forces deployed in humanitarian or peacekeeping
operations; or (iii) are commissary or exchange cargoes transported outside the Defense Transportation System in
accordance with 10 U.S.C. 2643.

B. ELIMINATION OF USE OF CLASS | OZONE DEPLETING SUBSTANCES (ODS)

(1) It is Air Force policy to preserve mission readiness while minimizing dependency on Class | Ozone Depleting
Substances (ODS), and their release into the environment, to help protect the Earth’s stratospheric ozone layer.

(2) Unless a specific waiver has been authorized, Air Force procurements:
(A) May not include any specification, standard, drawing, or other document that requires the use of a Class |
ODS in the design, manufacture, test, operation, or maintenance of any system, subsystem, item,
component, or process;

(B) May not include any specification, standard, drawing or other document that establishes a requirement
that can only be met by use of a Class | ODS; and

(C) May not require the delivery of any item of supply that contains a Class | ODS or any service that includes
the use of a Class | ODS.

(3) For the purposes of the Air Force policy, the following are Class | ODS:
(A) Halons: 1011, 1202, 1211, 1301, and 2402
(B) Chlorofluorocarbons (CFC): CFC-11, CFC-12, CFC-13, CFC-111, CFC-112, CFC-113, CFC-114, CFC-
115, CFC-211, CFC-212, CFC-213, CFC-214, CFC-215, CFC-216, CFC-217, and the blends R-500, R-501,
R-502, and R-503.

(C) Other controlled substances: carbon tetrachloride, methyl chloroform, and methyl bromide.

(4) The Air Force has reviewed the requirements specified in this contract to reflect this policy. Where considered
essential, specific approval has been obtained to require use of the following substances: NONE.

(5) To assist the Air Force in implementing this policy, Seller is required to notify Buyer if any Class | ODS not
specifically listed above is required in the performance of this contract.
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C. 5352.227-9002 Visit Requests by Foreign-Owned or Controlled Firms.
As prescribed in 5327.9002(c), insert the following clause in Section I:
VISIT REQUESTS BY FOREIGN OWNED OR CONTROLLED FIRMS (AFMC) (JUL 1997)

(a) Prime Contractors which are foreign-owned or controlled and require access to a U.S. Government installation shall
submit visit requests through their foreign embassy in Washington, D.C. at least 30 days prior to the proposed visit date.

(b) Subcontractors which are foreign-owned or controlled and require access to a U.S. Government installation shall have
their prime Contractor submit a visit request to the security police office of the base being visited at least two weeks
before the scheduled meeting.

(c) Canadian Contractors and Canadian government employees may directly arrange visits by having their security office
submit a visit request to the security policy office of the base being visited at least two weeks before the scheduled
meeting.
