GOVERNMENT CONTRACT REQUIREMENTS

This clause applies only if this
contract exceeds $100,000. If the Government reduces Buyer's price or fee for violations of the Act by Seller or its
subcontractors at any tier, Buyer may withhold or recover from Seller the amount of the reduction.

(4) 52.203-11 Certification and Disclosure Regarding Payments to Influence Certain Federal Transactions (APR
1991)

submit any disclosure required (with written notice to Buyer) directly to the PCO for the prime contract. Buyer will
identify the cognizant Government PCO at Seller's request. Each subcontractor certification will be retained in the
subcontract file of the awarding contractor.”

This clause applies only if accessto classified information is required.

This clause applies only if this contract exceeds
$100,000 and (i) is cost-reimbursement, incentive, time-and-materials, labor-hour, or price-redeterminable type or
any combination of these types; (ii) Seller was required to provide cost or pricing data, or (iii) Seller isrequired to
furnish reports as discussed in paragraph (€) of the referenced clause.

(11) 52.215-27 Termination of Defined Benefit Pension Plans (MAR 1996). This clause applies only if under this
contract certified cost or pricing datais required or preaward or postaward cost determinations are subject to FAR
part 31. Buyer may withhold or recover from Seller such sums as the Contracting Officer withholds or recovers from
Buyer because of liabilities of Seller or its subcontractors under this clause. " Contracting Officer" shall mean Buyer.

(12) 52.215-39 Reversion or Adjustment of Plans for Postretirement Benefits Other Than Pensions (PRB) (MAR
1996). This clause applies only if under this contract certified cost or pricing datais required or preaward or
postaward cost determinations are subject to FAR part 31. Buyer may withhold or recover from Seller such sums as
the Contracting Officer withholds or recovers from Buyer because of liabilities of Seller or its subcontractors under
this clause. "Contracting Officer" shall mean Buyer.

(13) 52.215-40 Notification of Ownership Changes (FEB 1995). This clause applies only if under this contract
certified cost or pricing datais required or preaward or postaward cost determinations are subject to FAR subpart
31.2. Buyer may withhold or recover from Seller such sums as the Contracting Officer withholds or recovers from
Buyer because of liabilities of Seller or its subcontractors under this clause. " Contracting Officer" shall mean Buyer.

(14) 52.215-42 Requirements for Cost or Pricing Data or Information Other Than Cost or Pricing Data -
Modifications (JAN 1997)

(15) 52.219-8 Utilization of Small, Small Disadvantaged and Women-Owned Small Business Concerns (JUN 1997))

only if this contract is for $10,000 or more.

This clause applies only if this contract
exceeds $2,500.

This clause applies only if this contract is for $10,000 or more.

This clause applies only if supplies are to be afforded duty-free entry or
foreign suppliesin excess of $10,000 may be imported into the customs territory of the United States.

This clause applies
only if this contract exceeds $100,000. A copy of each notice sent to the Government will be sent to Buyer.

If aValue Engineering Change Proposal is
accepted by the Government, Seller’s share will be 50% of the instant, concurrent and future contract net acquisition
savings and collateral savings that Buyer receives from the Government. Seller’ s negotiated share of net acquisition
savings or collateral savings shall not reduce the Government’ s share of concurrent or future savings or collateral
savings. Buyer’s payments to Seller under this clause are conditioned upon Buyer’ s receipt of authorization for such
payments from the Government.

This clause applies
only if this contract exceeds $100,000 and is not for commercial items, construction, ores, natural gases, utilities,
petroleum products and crudes, timber (logs), or subsistence.

(19) 252.225-7027 Restriction on Contingent Fees for Foreign Military Sales (JAN 1997). This clause applies only if

this contract is for Foreign Military Sales. The blanks are the country to which the goods or services will ultimately
be delivered.

(20) 252.225-7028 Exclusionary Policies and Practices of Foreign Governments (DEC 1991). This clause applies
only if this contract is for Foreign Military Sales.

(21) 252.225-7032 Waiver of United Kingdom Levies (OCT 1992). This clause appliesonly if alower tier
subcontract over $1 million with aU.K. firm is anticipated.

(22) 252.227-7013 Rightsin Technical Data -- Noncommercial Items (NOV 1995). This clause applies only if this
contract requires Seller to provide noncommercial technical datato Buyer for delivery to the Government.
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(23) 252.227-7014 Rightsin Noncommercial Computer Software and Noncommercial Computer Software
Documentation (JUN 1995). This clause applies only if this contract requires Seller to provide noncommercial
computer software or noncommercial computer software documentation to Buyer for delivery to the Government.

(24) 252.227-7016 Rightsin Bid or Proposal Information (JUN 1995)

(25) 252.227-7019 Validation of Asserted Restrictions -- Computer Software (JUN 1995). This clause appliesonly if
this contract requires Seller to provide computer software to Buyer for delivery to the Government.

(26) 252.227-7025 Limitations on the Use or Disclosure of Government-Furnished Information Marked with
Restrictive Legends (JUN 1995)

(27) 252.227-7030 Technical Data - Withholding of Payment (OCT 1988). In this clause, "Government" and
"Contracting Officer" shall mean Buyer. This clause applies only if the delivery of technical datais required under
this contract.

(28) 252.227-7036 Certification of Technical Data Conformity (MAY 1987). This clause applies only if the delivery
of technical datais required under this contract.

(29) 252.227-7037 Validation of Restrictive Markings on Technical Data (NOV 1995). This clause applies only if the

delivery of technical datais required under this contract and the contract is not for commercial items or commercial
components.

(30) 252.228-7005 Accident Reporting and Investigation Involving Aircraft, Missiles, and Space Launch Vehicles
(DEC 1991)

(31) 252.231-7000 Supplemental Cost Principles (DEC 1991)

(32) 252.235-7003 Frequency Authorization (DEC 1991). This clause applies only if this contract involves the
development, production, construction, testing, or operation of a device for which aradio frequency authorization is
required.

(33) 252.243-7001 Pricing of Contract Modifications (DEC 1991)

(34) 252.245-7001 Reports of Government Property (MAY 1994). Seller will provide information Buyer may require
to complete Buyer's annual report.

(35) 252.247-7023 Transportation of Supplies by Sea (NOV 1995). This clause applies only if this contract exceeds
$100,000.

(36) 252.249-7002 Notification of Proposed Program Termination or Reduction (DEC 1996). This clause applies
only if this contact is $500,000 or more. Seller will comply with the notice and flowdown requirements of paragraph
(d)(2) of the referenced clause.

(c) Cost Accounting Standards

If clause 383 or 384 isincorporated in this contract, the FAR designation for the "Administration of Cost Accounting
Standards" clause is hereby changed from FAR 52.230-5 to FAR 52.230-6 and the dates of the clauses are hereby changed
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from AUG 1992 to APR 1996.

(d) Notwithstanding that this contract may require the use of paints or coatings which do not meet state or district requirements for reduced volatile organic
compounds (VOC's), the contractor must comply with all federal, state, and local regulatory requirements respecting air quality and emission limitations. It

remains Seller's responsibility to meet the requirements for reduced VOC's even where to do so will require the use of engineering controls or other special
painting equipment.
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
